Depreciated Farm Lands.

The Boston Globe quotes some remarkable
official statements of the depreciation in
farm lands in the New England States and
New York.

The Connecticut State Register, an offi-
cial publication, reviews the decline of the
45 agricultural townships since 1865. Ius
tigures are gathered from the records and
show a steady decline of the agricultural
districts as compared with the cities, and
in relation to the wealth of the state in gen-
eral. In the last twenty years, while the
wealth of the entire state outside of these
districts increased $78,274,016 or 31 per
cent., the wealth of the farmiung districts
has decreased $4,634,700 or 17 per cent.

From 1875 to 1885 the farming lands of
Massachusetts depreciated to the amount of

029,143, and all the Northern states of
New England show similiar records. Dut
as these are not especially agricultural
states, a far better test of the general ten-
dency is found in the great state of New
York whose fertile valleys were, not many
years ago, the envy of American farmers.

State Assessors Ellis, Wood and Wil-
liams are now visiting fourteen representas
tive counties of New York.
general depreciation in the value of farm
lands,” says Assessor Wood as reported
in the New York Tribune. “In all sec-
tions we find the same conditions of affairs.
City property is increasing in value, while
farming property is growing less and less
valuable. I cannotsee how it can improve,
and in a few years you will see more tenant
farmers than anything else.”

The veason offered for this melancholy
drift by the assessors is western competi-
tion, and yet the very westérn states which
are wrecking the agricultural industry in
the east are themselves in a bad way.
great agricultural state of Kansas, the
growth of which up to 1885 was phenomenal,
has been losing population in the past three
or four years at the rate of one hundred
thousand a. year. ~hen the farmers of
Canada come to uuucrstand the world-wide
condition of things they will be better sat-
isfied with their lot, which is fortunate by
comparison.
