SAN JOSE INSPECTOR APPOINTED.

To all Nova Scotia fruit growers:
In view of the fact that the fruit
growers’ greatest enemy, the " San
Jose scale, may have been brought
here in nursery stock during the past
four years, or may be on stock com-
ing in this year, the Nova Scotia gov-
ernment _has appointed A. G. Ruggles,
a San Jose scale inspector from New
York state, and will pay his expenses
for one month, to inspect any or-
chards and gardens in Nova Scotia,
and all nursery stock as it arrives.
We agk all fruit growers, in their own
best interests, to at once carefully
examine all trees or bushes planted
within the last four years, and if any
appearance of scale is found to send
specimens at once to Mr. Sears, Woli-
ville, who will notify the inspector
to visit any orchard if scale exists;
and all who intend to plant . trees
this year are requested to have them
examined by the inspector before
planting them.

The inspector will be at Wollville
and Kings and Hants counties April
15th to 22nd, Berwick 23rd to 26th.
Middleton and Annapolis county 27th
to May lst, and will visit any part
of Nova Scotia when requestea by
the secretary of agricultural societies
to inspect all suspected orchards; and
all importers or agents of nursery
stock are requested to have all nur-
sery stock examined by the inspector
before offering them for sale or de-
livering them.

Experience bas proved that the only
way to successfully combat this en-
emy is to burn all infested trees at
once; and if all fruit growers will as-
sist the inspector we believe it can
be kept out of Nova Scotia and
thereby avert the most serious dis-
aster fruit growers have ever encoun-
tered.

The first indication to the naked
eye of the existence of the scale is a
greyish, slightly roughened, or a red-
dish appearance of the bark around
the scale. If the finger is rubbed
over the surface and the scale is
thereby crushed, a yellowish oily lig-
uid appears.

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CANADIAN GALLANTRY IN SOUTH AFRICA.

Klerksdorp, Transvaal Colony, Apl.
6—Details just received of the battle
at Doornbalt Farm, March 31, in
which the British had three otucers
killed and 24 men killed and 16 oih-
cers and 131 men wounded, while the
Boers had 137 men killed or wounded,
show that quite 2,000 Boers opened a
strong attack from. difierent points
with three guns and a pom-pom. An
attack was made at a moment when
the British had left their luggage in a
laager in charge of the Canadian con-
tingent and were galloping across the
open plain with the intention of cap-
turing a Boer convoy which had been
discovered five miles ahead. The Brit-
ish retired steadily, and, having dis-
mounted, opened a return fusilade on
the Boers.

While the baggage in charge of the
Canadians was sent forward, the
British formed a camp and started
digging trenches. The shelling of the
Boers stampeded the mules carrying
provisions and caused confusion, but
otherwise it was not very efiective, as
many shells failed to explode.

The Boer attack was very bold and
determined. The Canadians in front
were attacked in strong numbers and
gallantly repelled every attempt made
by the Boers to break through them.
One party of Canadians fought until
all of them were killed or wounded,
and the last man of the party, al-
though mortally wounded, emptied
two bandoliers of cartridges at the
enemy and then broke his rifle.

The fighting was severe and general
for fully three hours, but after the
British had formed their camp and
started the trenches, and the guns
got into action, the British forces, in
close order, repelled numerous and de-
termined attacks made under the per-
sonal exhortations of the Boer lead-
ers.
Among the wounded, are three Nova
Scotians, Lieut. Ryan of Kentville
Private Hawes of Halifax and Private
Beiswanger of Truro,

Ottawa, April 5—Mr. Chamberlain
telegraphs Loprd Minto: “I congratu-
late the Dominion on the heroic con-
duct of the Canadian Rifles in action
with Delarey, I deeply regret the
heavy casualties and desire to express
my heartielt sympathy with the rela-
tives of those who have given their
lives to maintain the splended tradi-
tions of Canadian valor.”
