The most interesting building,
historically, in Frankfort, is the
Rimer, or town hall, dating from
1406. It has three lofty crow
stepped gables toward the Riimer
berg. 1 visited the election room
decorated in red, where the Em
perors were chosen by the electors,
and the Kaisersaal, in which the
newly-elected Emperor dined in
public, and showed himself from
the windows to the people in the
square. On the walls are portraita
of the whole series of Emperors for
over a thousand years—from Char-
lemagne down—the Karls, Con.
rads, Seigfrieds, Friederichs, and
many another, famous men in their
day, leng since turned to the dust
and almost forgotten.

4 The Roman Catholic churches
‘are decorated in a wratched florid
manner, and everywhere we read,
