Goversi-
ment statistics have shown that three
hundred and fifry millions of dollars are
wasted on this vice in a year, far more
than what is spent for bread ! Yet every
loafer, tramp and beggar must lmv_e‘the
poison, though he lacks the food. Millions
of money have also heen lost by “lhe fires
kindled by smokers, whose burning
matches and Hying sparks have caused
fearful conflagrations and nuinerois fatal
burnihgs. That the abomination of streét
smoking is allowed is a4 warvel of modefn
ctvilization.
