A dealer here was offered a round lot
of 90 per cent. straight rollers at 23.25 on
track here, bLut another western miller
asked 10¢ more for the same kind. These
prices show an advance of 10 to 15¢ since our
last report. In broken lots delivered to
bakers, prices range from $8.45 to 88.60, as
to quality. A fair demand has also been ex-
perienced for strong bakers and sprin
patents, sales amounting to 8,000 and 4.00%
barrels being reported for shipment to Quobec
and the lower provinces, being reported at
$8.90 to 84.00 for the former and $1.10 to
to $1,15 for thelatter.

Dyiry Trade Nows.

The low price of butter this year has about
paralyzed the imitation butter buciness in
the United States. People will not buy or
sell but.er substitutes whon genuine, choice
butter is so low in price. In Chicago vondors
of butter substitutes are licensed and in
September this year only 97 liconses were
issued to sell butter substitutes, while a year

230 licenses were issued. The reason
given ig, that genuene butter is so cheap “hat
tho grocers do not find it necessary to keep
butter substitutes in stock.

The Parsons Produco Co., Winnipeg, re-
contly received a consignment of butter
which was noticeable for the neat way in
which it had been handled. The butter was
the ordinary Manitobadsairy article, butevery
tub had been neatly stenciled with the gross,
tare and net weight, and no other marks wero
on the packages, "The lot was shippzd by J.
Hiobert, merchant of Pilot Mound, Man.

The value of strictly fresh butter as corc-
pared with held stock is illustrated by the
price being paid in British Columbia for the
home creamery article. A creamery was
established at Westminstor this year, and
every day tho butter is shipped to tho Victo-
ria market, as soon as it is made. For this
butter Victoria merchants have been paying
25 cents per pound and they have been selling
it to consumers for 85 cents, and our corres-
pondent tells us thoy cannot get enough of it,
the demand being far in excess of the supply.
At the same time Mani.oba creamery was
solling at 19 to 20 conts and dairy at 16 to 17
sents, This difference is owing to the fact
that the home article was strictly fresh,
whale the other had been held for a longer or
shorter time.

The last shipment of this season’s butier
from the Manitou creamery, says thoe Mer-
cury, was made on Tuesday to the Parson's
Produce Co, Winnipeg. The consignment
consisted of 4,800 lbs. and was sold for 17
conts per pound.

The Apple Trade.

Notwithstanding the repore that the
British market would not take an? Canadian
upples this year, owing to largo stocksat
home, exporters have been buying apples
freely in Eastern Canada lately, paying $1.75
per barrel for green and upward to $2 for
red apples and $2.25 for fancy fruit. A con-
siderablo quantity have been shipped from
Montreal. This export movement bas stiff-
cned the price of apples for shipment to
Manitoba.
