My time ia very short so I shall not

You will get full news fiom others. Oune
own work I think is in quite a healthy
state. My great trouble iv want of tech-
ers. We have had a man from Krakor
for a year. He left two of his chi'drer
8t home, and is anxious to go back to
them azain. T had to tend Nainf, (he is
a native of Erromanga,) over to our old
station.  He epeaks anid reads the Ton-
goan well. He teachcs at that village
eud preaches at the thiee villageson that
side every Sabbath, 1 have a Tongoan
settled at the bush village, where we
drank a cocoanut together.  Our chief
here I have appointed as the resident
teacher. He works hard awl well There
are five villages on the island willing to
take teachers, but I have none to give
them. e preach at ail of those places
every Sabbath T sincercly hope that
you will not only be able to sparc Nain
when you come back, but that you wi{l’
8lso be able to send me som: more teach-
¢rs.

This year is one that wi'l ever be re-
wembered in the history of the mission
on Tongoa. Our first baptism took place
this year. I baptized eleven adulte, and
two infants. Had not eome sixt of m
best people gone away to (Jucensiand,
would probably have had 30 or 40 b.p-
tized. We have yo* a clurch built at
eur old station at laxe.  The number of
ehurches is now tivc. The horse is &

.great help to me. I have made nine
miles of road for it. I have paid for 1t.
1t has cost upwards of £30. Qur people
at least those of two viilages, have made
1,200 1bs of arrowroot. This will go to
pay for the road. A few of my old
acholars have returned from Quecensland,
and others who went away as heathen
are now falling in with the worshipping
people. I am hopeful that we shall see
great change for the better here in an-
Other year or two. There has been no
fighting on Tongoa for a considerable
time past, but there are some old scores
not settled off yet, co that I shall not be
surprised if a limited fight wcere got up
agan.

1 write now so that wmy letter may
catch the outguing Packet.  For myself,
and in the nume of our Master, and for
the Couva Mission, 1 very heartily
thank your society for the gift.

I have found it necessary to do many
things for which no provision was made
i the estimates—e. g.,— At Calcutta
village we had neither land nor build-
ing. School was held in a *‘hungalow,,
belonging to a wmabaiadge Coolie who
had given fiee use of the p ace to the
Mission gince work was begun in that
quarter. The place was smali and every
way uunruitable, besides, the owper had
a chance to rent it to a family at a fair
rent, and could not let us have it longer
unless we agreed to pay reat ac the samne
rate as was offered him.

Ib-ought the matter beforethe Counci’,
and we all thought it better to buy and
build. This I did at once. The whole
cost of land and building was $331.94. I
madeapplication to have this schuol put
on the Governmeut list of scho ls. This
very morning the Inspector came and we
rode down to the school. He was more
th.n eatisficd withgeverything and pro-
mised to €0 report to-morrow, sothat
the acceptance of this school on the list
is certain, and we shall receive $15.00
quarterly and som-thing more at the end
of the dyenr according to the standards
reached by the children on examination.

Another extra was the opening of &'

new school on Providence Estate. This
schools now stands in the relation of
branch to the Esperanza school. At the
end of the year if we get a larzer grant,
1 shall erect this into a school standiug
by itself. New schools and of course
school houses are required at Persever-
ance Estate and in Spring Village.
These I fear must wait. I am sorry for
this as the ﬁxo le are anxious. Your gift
