Thore are now seven churches in and about the
city—uall, I believe, well filled. Jn my own
church at the beginning we were but a hand-
ful of worshippers; but on my last Easter Day
there were 170 communicants, and at St. Mar-
garet’s, in the Gullowgate, each Axcension Day
hundreds of working men and womon receive
their communion botween five in the morning.
And this is the kind of progress which the
Scottish Church is making all over the land.
It is no smull honou:, too, to this branch of
the great Anglican Communion, that it hax
consecrated 10 the worship of God in Edin-
burgh and in Inverness the ounlv cathedrals
which has been built in Great Britain since
the Roformation, with, of course, the excep-
tion of St. Paul's, London.”
