THE LO38 OF TilE MONITOR.

In couversativa with several of the officors
and crew of the Monivor, I gather the follow-
ing narrative of the facis attending the loss of
that uoble little vessel und so many of her
crew

Wo left Fortress Monros on Monday, the 29
th of December, in tow of the stenmer Rhode
Island, with the Paasais in tow of the steamer
State of Georgin. We passed Cape Henry
Monday afternoon ot 6 o'clock, with a smooth
sen and light wind. The Passnic was o little
way abend The wealher continued fine antil
6 o’clock, Thursday evening, when it commene-
ed to blow from the south-west, with a heavy
fea running, and making e clean sweep over
all. .

At 93, Cape Hatteras bure N, N. E., distant
20 miles. The gale still increased, The ves-
sel labored very heavily, the upper bull com-
ing down upon every sca with fearful violence.
Up to this time the Worthingtoa pumps and
bilge injectors were entirvely competent tokeep
the vessel free,

At 10 o’clock several heavy sens struck the
vessel in succession, when word was sent from
the engine-room that the waler was gaining on
the punps. Orders wero vhen given to start
Adam’s centrifugal purap, eapuble of throwing
3.000 gallons of water per winute. For a
while the water appeared to be kept under.

In o short time, however, word was paseed
from the engine-room that the water was agaia
gainiang oun the pumps, and was at that ume
up to the ashpits, in a great measure stoppivg
the draft. The water at this time was stand-
ing two feet deep on the ward-room fioor.

All hands were then set to work with every
bucket at hand to bail, Water, however,
kept gaining upon the pumps until within a
foot of the fires in the furnaces.

A *Coston’ signal wae then flashed, to call
the attention of the Rhode Island to our con-
dition, After much delay, consequent upon
the heavy sea running, a boat was lowered
from the thode Island and sent to our assist-
ance. Afeer several trials, she succeeded in
getting alongside of us. o

«The Rhode Island at the same time in
going nstern caught her launch between her
own side aud our vessel, crushing the boat
badly, and bringing her own counter heavily
down upen our side. For a time she could
not move her engine, which had caught on the
center. She finally started ahead, and the
launch, smashed as it was, succeeded in con-
veging to the stenmer thirty of the crew of the
Monitor,

¢t After the departure of the launch, those
remaining on board worked at the buckets
with a will, The gale at this time was raging
furiously, the seas makivg a clean sweep over
the top of the turret. The water at this june-
ture had succeeded ia rising up to the grate-
bars of the furnaces, and was gradually extin-
guishing the fives. The steam in the boilers
consequently ran down, aud the pumps could
not be worked for want of sufficient steam.

t At thistime threo boats were discovered
coming toward the vessel, Word was passed
that boats were at hand sufficient to take all
from the vessel. The Monitor was now sink-
ing. Every pump was stopped, and her deck
was under water. Several, in coming off the
turrct, were swept by thd waves to the lee-
ward, and must have perished, as no assistance
could be rendered them,

¢ The boats then shoved off from the sinking
vessel. Although entreated to come down
and get into the boate, several remained stand-
ing upon the turret ofraid of being swept
away from the deck, stupefied with fear. The
boats succeeded in reaching the Rhode Island
safely, and allin them sot on board.

< A picked crow, with the gallant officer of
the Rhode Island, Mr. Brown, then shoved off
in the launch to return to the Monitor. The
moon, which up to this time had been throw-
ing some light upon the waves, was shutin by
danse masses of black clouds,

‘At a quarter to one in the morning the
Monitor’s Jight disappeared beneath the waves.
The Rhode Island then started for the spot
whare the Monitor was scen to go down.
Coston signals were constantly kept burning.
A strict look out was kept up on all parts of
the vessel, to catch a glimpse, if posaible, of
the missing boat.

¢ Atdaylight nothing was seen on the waves,
and with heavy hearts we ran around the
gpot, as nearly as could be judged, where the
Monitor had disappeared, until late in the
afternoon. Several steamers and other vessels
were spoken, to learn if possible the fate of
the missing boat, but nothing could be heard.

<The survivors reached Fortress Monroe last
evening in the Rhode Island. Notbing what-
ever was saved, except the apparel the officers
and erew stood in.’

Just on thy bride her Sire had smiled,
And bless’d the union of his child,

When love must change its joyous checr,
And wipe affection’s filial tear.” -

The melancholy cvent here referred to was
the death of Sir William Forbes, which occur-
red shortly after his daughter’s marriage to
Mr. Skene, Sir William is best known as the
biographer, aod the friend of Beattie the poct.
Mr. Skene survives his wife, and has turned
his devotion to antiquities to good account,
as he is understood to hnve nearly ready for
issue an important work on the early History

of Scotland.’

Jeyrr1aN AcricurTurE.—About tweaty yeara
ago, Ibraliom Pusha erected & steam-engine of
one hundred horse-power, to take the place of
five hundred wheels, which supplied water
from the Nile, to market-gurdens in the neigh-
bourhood of Beulne. When the natives saw
the ruschinery put together, snd where told ite
vbjeet. they pronounced the Governor mad ;
but when they saw the huge machine belehing
out columns of water, they at once said the
Franks had brought a devil to empty the Nile.

Such is the fertilizing power of the Nile wa-
ter, that when the Cornish engine, just men-
tioned, was erected, seven hundred or eight
hundred acres of land were brourht under cul-
tivativn in the immediate vicinity of Cairo, by
ineans of levelling a number of sand-hills and
mounds of accamlated rubbish, probably the
sitea.wlsorue formertowns or villages. These
are now covered with market gardens and
sugar-fields; the latter ave chiefly for the cou-
sumption of the Cairepsa, and when in season,
one rarely encounters an Arab on the road
who is pot engaged in chewing and sucking
the sugar-canc; vendors, squatted oa the
ground, sell it iu ¢very part of the town, at the
rate of one and tWo canes a penny. 'The divi-
sion of this land into fields and gardens is
effected by planting rows of priekly pears,
whieh grow so rapidly, and in such a stalwart
manner, as to soon defy ontrance, except by
the legitimate gateways: In addition to form-
ing a secure fence, the fruit which they bear
in abundance, is ulso sold in the streets and
markets of Cairo. In order to form a fruit-
gardon in Bgypt, it is necessary to choose a
site above the highest water-mark of the Nile,
or to raise the ground above that level, to
avoid the water from overflowing, or filtration
forcing its way in, and lying about the roots of
the fruit-trees, an evil fatal to many.

‘The management of the date-palm, thecitron
tribe, vine, fig, melons and water-melons, form
the chief occupation of the Arab fruit-gardner.
The date-palm is cultivated from one end of
Egypt to the other, and is o source of great
revenue to the government; it also furnishes
abundonce of nutrituous food for the people, at
the m>ment when gathered ripe from the trees,
and aftorwards in a pressed and dried state.
From Cuiro, upwards, the dates ave of superi-
or qulity, compared with those of Lower
Egypt; each tree pays a tax of an Egyptian
piaster, ( about six cents ) to the revenue, and

roduces its owner, in good scasons, gbout a

ollar, in the shape of fruit and fibre for rope-
making; the lower leaves are also used for
wmaking crates, seats and bedstcads. Themale

-and female palm are both grown; it is also

necessary to have several of the former in
every grove and elump of female trees. They
are generally planted in the form of suckers,
which are produced in abundance at the fool
of old trees; where they have neglected to
plant male trees, or probably where the latter
have died, the growers are obliged to cut
spathes of the male blooms, and tie them in
the trees near the female flowers, leaving the
pollen, which is produced in abundance, to be
scattered by the wind,

THE OPIUM EATER, TIIOMABS DE QUINCEY.

I remember his coming to Gloucester Palace
one stormy night, He remained hour after hour,
in vain expectation that the waters would as-
uage and the hurly-burly cease. There wae
notbing for it but that our visitor should re-
main all night. The Professor ordered a room
to be prepared for him; and they found cach
other such good company, that this aceidental
detention was prolonged, without further diffi-
culty, for the greater part of a year. During
this visit, some of his eccentricities did not
escape obsorvation, For example, he rarely
appeared ot the family meals, preferring to
dine in his own room, at his own hour, not un-
frequently turning night inte day. His tastes
were very simple, though s little troublesome,
at Jeast to the servant who prepared hisrepast.
Coffee, boiled rice and milk, and a piece of
mutton from the loin, were the materials that
invariably formed his diet. The cook, who
had an audience with him daily, received her
instructions in silent awe, quite overpowered
by his manner; for, had he oeen addressing a
dutehess, ho could scarcely have spoken with
more deference. He would couch his request
in such terms as these: ‘Owing to dyspepsia
afflicting my system, and the possibility of any
additionnl disarrangement of the stomach tak-
ing place, couscquences incalculably distress-
ing would arise, so much eo, indeed, as to in-
crease nervous irritation, and prevent me from
attending to matters of overwhelming impor-
tance, if you do not remember to cut the mut.
ton in a diagonal rather than in a longitudinal
form.! The cook—n Scotswomen—had great
reverence for Mr, De Quineey as a man of gen-
ins; but nfter one of these interviews, her
patience was pretty well exhausted, and she
would say, ‘ Weel, I never hard the hkep’that
in o’ my days; the bodie has an awsu’ sicht o’
words.” If it had been my ain master that
was waoting his dinner, he would ha' ordered
a hale tablefw’ wi’ little mair than a waff o’
his haun; and here's o’ this claver aboot a bit
muttua nae bigger than a prin. Mr. De Quin-
shey would mak’ a gran’ preacher, though I'm
thinking o hantle o’ the follk wouldna kin
what he was driving at’ But these little
menle were not the only indulgences that,

when not properly attended to, brought trou-

ble to Mr. Do Quincey. Regularity in dosea
of opium were even of greaf consequence. An
ounce of laudanum per diem prostrated animal
life in the early part of the day. It wasno
unfrequent sight to find him in his room Jying
upon the rug in front of tho fire, his head rest-
ing upon a book, with his arms crossed over
his breast, pluoged in profound slumber. For
several hours he would lie in this state, until
the effects of the torpor had passed away. The
time when he was most brillinut wus general-
ly toward the morning hours; and then, more
then once, in order to show him off my father
arvanged his supper parties, eo that sitting till
threo or four in the morning, he brought Mr.
De Quincey to that point at which in ¢harms
and power of conversation he was so truly
wonderfuol,
