Mr. Daly at the Catholic Mission and
Schools—A ddresses by the Vicar Gene-
ral and Children Presented and Appre-
ciative Replies Made.

Preparations had been made on Tues-
day, August 27th at St. Albert, for the
worthy reception of Sir MacKenzie
Bowell, prime minister of Canada ; the
Hon. T. M. Daly,minister of the interior,
and Mr. Hayter Reed, superintendent of
Indian affairs. The hali was a scene of
festive beauty as it glowed with mot-
toes and floral decorations. The c¢hild-
ren of the Industrial school and the day
scholars, to the numbher of 160, thronged
the hall. The band of the Indian school
under the leadership of Mr. Josepb
Varin, discoursed some choice music as
the distinguished guests, accompanied
by Very Rev. Father Ledue, V. G. and
the clergy of St. Albert, took geats onthe
raised platform, where they were sur-
rounded by an appreciative audience.

There followed this recitation an ad-
dress by Rev. Father H. Leduc, 0. M. I,
V. G., as follows :

To Sir Mackenzie Bowell, K. C. M. G.,
and Premier of Canada :

In behalf of his Lordship, Bishop
Grandin, now absent, and i behalf of
tlie Roman Catholic Clergy of St. Albert,
I wish you welcome.

Yes, we are proud and happy to re-
ceive you to-day. with the minister of
the interior, the Hon. T. M. Daly, and
his vsteemed Deputy in the department
of Indian affairs.

The inhabitants of this place will ad-
dress you in a few moments ; they will
tell you their firm belief in the very
plain expression and noble declarations
made by yourself and your colleagues at
the last session of Parliament. .

After such declarations we cannot
doubt that you firmly and energetically
intend to decide this vital school ques-
tion according to both right and justice.
And this decision will be the glory of
vour government, and history will pro-
claim to future generations by whom
justice was so nobly given to the Catho-
lic minority of Manitoba and the North-
west Territories.

Now, right honorable sir, deign look
around. You are surrounded by the
numerous and joyous pupils of St. Aibert
Industrial school. The government has
reason to he proud of this and other
similar institntions supported by it. In-
dustrial and boarding schools amongst
the Indians are certainlv the best means
of civilization. The benefits derived
from thiem and already obtained are im-
mense and tangible, Proof of this you
have witnessed at the late Territorial
exhibition in Regina, The children of
the schools have greatly contributed to
its success by their excellent bebavior
and good manners; by their musical
bands, and more especially by their in-
teresting and numerous exhibits, work
oftheir hands, which they were so hap-
py to put before the eyes of a chosen
public.

Thank you, Sir Mackenzie Bowell;
thanks, also, to the Hon. I. M. Daly and
to Mr. H. Reed for the 1interest you take
in all tbat concerns the welfare of these
institutions. May these industrial and
boarding schools be ever able to receive
ail the poor Indian children. May the
government always understand that its
{rue interests are in the establishment
and support of these schools, whereby
the Indiaus will disappear without being
destroyed. They will then disappear
with all due Lonor to the government, to
the country and to Cbristian civiliza-
tion, because they will cease to be In-
dians and instead become men as truly
Christianized and civilized as we are
aurselves. .

Once more, honorable gentlemen, wel-
come and thanks for your good and cor-
dial visit to St. Aibert.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell replied as fol-
lows :

“l am more than pleased with these!
beautiful addresses of welcome which |
you have presented to me and my
friend and colleagne in the govern-
ment, the Hon. Mr. Daly, minister of the
interior. Tosay that I am surprised at
what I see is but to faintly express my
feelings. I am amazed at ti:e degree of
advancement which { see’'in every way
in this great country. I remember
reading of Edmonton, as a boy, and as a
man to have read of Hudson’s Bay com-
pany and its fur trade; but I was not
prepared to find the conditions here de-
veloping into eastern civilization and
comfort. When my friend Mr. Daly
told me about his visit here of a couple
of years ago, I was slow to believe all.
1 thouglit the hovorable gentleman was
romancing, and on the demand of that
gentleman for additional grants of
money to conduct our Indian depart-
ment and Industrial and boarding
schools, we thought he was over zealous,
was extravagant, and in short was wasi-
ing the public money. But now when I
gee your beauntiful Industrial school,
men and women devoting thieir lives to

the purpose of civilizing, Christianizing
and educating the wild men of this

country from the hunter and fisherman

b . .
;plety and all religious virtues, prayers

into a state equal to our own, as self-re-{and sentinients are expressed in a most

liant, self-supporting and law-abiding
citizens of Canada, then I feel that I
would be willing to expend twice or
thrice the sums now spent insuch a
great cause.”

Continuing, at the beautitul reception
of the Industrial school children intheir
class roomns, Sir Mackenzie Bowell said :

“This beauntiful reception of the In-
dustrial school children touches me
more than I can tell you. The mottoes,
the portrait of our gracicus sovereign
lady the Queen, and other evidences of
your loyalty, intelligence and good will,
are not lost upon me ; and I assure you,
children that you have reason to be
grateful to these kind reverend ladies,
the good 8isters of Charity, for that
which they have done for you. You will
one day, as men and women, take our
places of to-day, and I hope that you
will take to heart the good lessons here
impressed upon your youth. Asfor me
what more can I'say ? I am more than
gatisfied, not to say astonished, at what
I see. 1 thank you most heartily for
vour most cordial reception of myself,and
my friend and colleague, tlLe Hon. Mr.
Daly ; and it is but your dueand from me
only just that I shcould tell you that,
without wishing to make invidious com-
parisons especially between schoole, this
reception surpossed any that I have
ever received.” * x x & % %
Touching upon the schiool question, and
turning towards the Rev, Father Leduc,
Vicar General, and addressing bimself
more particularly to the last named
gentleman, Sir Mackenzie said : “And,
reverend sir, though not of your creed,

though differing from you in my
religious belief, I am a believer
in the greatest freedom of thought
to al! men, and while I claim the

right to my own DLelief, I in-
gist that all men and people are entitled
to the same rights, and that such rights
must be secured to allby any good gov-
ernment. And inreference to the school
question, I am bound to tell you that the
policy of my government as laid down
will be adhered to and faithfully carried
out, let the consequences be what they
may.’

Consecration of St Patrick’s
Church, Lethbridge.

On Sunday, 25th of August, the Right
Rev. Bishop Grandin, assisted by the
Rev. Fathers Lestanc, Cunningham, Le-
coq, Legal, Doniet, Fouquet and the rev-
erend pastor,Father Van Tighen, solemn-
ly consecrated the church of St. Patrick
in Lethbridge. It is the fourth church
consecrated in this country (St, Boniface

Cathedral, St. Mary’s of Winnipeg
and St. Norbert's church having
been congecrated iu 1889) according

to the prescriptions of the Canon Law
and with all the beautiful ceremonies of
the Pontifical. The building is of stone
and brick and is free from all debt. It
has been erected from the generous don-
ations of ihe poor Irish, Slavonie, Han-
garian, English, Scoteh, Flemish, French
and Italian. The congregation is a
wonderful proof of the Catholicity of the
church. In no part of this great North-
west can a more cosmopolitan congrega-
tion be fonnd thanin Lethbridge. The
venerable consecrator of St. Patrick’s
church gave very substantial aid in its
construction and we are sure that dear

St. Patrick must bave blessed the efforts !

of the zealous pastor, who dJeserves
more than the usual amount of credit
due to zealous and industrious priests,
for, with his own hands be has worked
long ‘and hard in its construction, every
part of which received hisskilled atten-
tion. The finishing, ornamenting and
decorating can testify to bis constant and
persevering labor. Father Van Tighem
is a Flemish artist of no mean ability,
as a visit to this chureh will bear bigh
testimony. The church can seat from
three to four hundred persons, has a
tidy, substantial, unpretentious appear-
ance and is built in the old Monastic-
Gothic style. Altars, pews, in fact every-
thing is tasteful and brigit.  Saturday,
24th Auogust, was a fast day in Letb-
pridge. The bishop and seven priests
in the evening recited the office of the
Martyrs before the relics exposed ac-
cording tu the prescriptions of the Ponti-
fical. On BSunday the consecration
ceremonies began at & a. m., and were
concluded at 1 p, m, The ceremonies
are most beautiful ; faith, hope charity,

vivid manner. The society of St. John
the Baptist among the Slavs is a great
credit to them. All the members came
in a body and assisted in uniform at the
ceremonies. High Mass, with assisting
priest, deacon and subdeacon and other
clerics, was sung by the consecrating
bishop. The choir under the direction
of the Faithful Companions of Jesus,
ably assisted by Sergt. Davis of the N,
W. M. P, was by far the best ever neard
here.

His Lordship, the bishop, gave a short
address in tl.e morning and the vener-
able and holy missionary and learned
professor of divinity, Rev. Fatlier Fou-
quet,O.M.I., preached an able and most
instructive sermon in the evening. The
Faithful Companions gave a dinner to
the bishop, the clergy and the prin-
cipal representatives of tie different
Catholic  nationalities. Mr. Kenny
and Mr. Curry, U.S. consul, made happy
speeches to which His Lordship gave
equally happy replies.

On Monday the school children, who
number one hundred, presented His
Lordship with a beautifully illuminated
address, the style of which correspond-
ed with the beauty and value of the de-
signs. His Lordship found it rather
heavy and on close examination dis-
covered several gold buttons artistically
fitted in clusters of painted flowers. The
discovery seemed to please the little
ones immensely. This closed one of
the brightest and bhappiest days ever
known tothe Catlolics of the town. They
have reason to be proud of being the
first congregation in the Northwest Ter-
ritories, who have made it possible by
their devout gererosity to bave their
church  solemnly consecrated. 'How
deeply it must have touched the saintly
heart of the Venerable Bishop Grandin
to consecrate this chureh to the honor
and glory of God uunder the patronage
of the glorious apostie of Ireland. We
heartily congratulate the reverend pas-
tor and his people on making such a
festal day possible for Lethbridge.

What Mr. Bernier Said in the
Senate on July 19th,

Hon. Mr. Bernier— Before the motion
for adjournment is put., I begto offer
some remarks upon the subject which is
causing at present 80 much anxiety in
the public mind. The session is draw-
ing to its close, and it 18 my duty not
to let this opportunity, the last during
the present session, pass without of-
fering the remarks which I am about to
make. It has been a cherished hope on
the part of the minority that this session
would see the redress of theirgrievances.
It is now over five years since the min-
ority has been deprived of its rights; it
is now over five years since we have
been dispossessed of our legitimate share
of the financial advantages which the
laws of the province bestow upon the
other sections of the population ; forover
five years we have been assessed for the
support of schools which are not avail-
able to us. After a protracted contest 1n
the courts, the justice and the fairness
of our claims bave been recognized by
the highest court of the empire. During
all that time, the minorlty and its repre-
presentatives in Parliament have been
considerate in their acts and in their
words ; they huve acted like men deep-
ly imbued with the lawfulness of their
rights, but at the same time desirous of
burtiog in no way the interests of the
country and tke rights of their fellow-
citizens. And it may not be entirely
out of place to state here again what
has been stated several times before,
namely, that the Catholics of Manitoba
do not want and never wanted any in-
terference in what is called the public
schools ; let them exist as they are for
non-Catholic people ; let the province do
what she likes with that system and
those schools. Al that we want is the
right to control the education of our own
children. There is nothing illegitimate
in that, and it canpot do any harm to
others. Wedo not want to go- further
than the finding of the Privy Council,
Is this not the course of a law abiding
people ? What more can be asked from
us ? But we Lold to our rights to that
extent, and now that the lawfulness of
our claims has been put beyond a dout t,
no body, it seems to me, can take offence
or even wonder if we state our honest

conviction that the time has come at
last when we should be relieved. To be
told that because we have been suffer-
ing for five years, we ought not to object
to continue to suffer for some time long-
er, is a poor consolation to those who are
subject to that disability. Yet, if by
that sacrifice, peare and harmony could
be restored, if the institutions under
which we live could be surengthened, if
the prosperity and lappiness of this
Dominion could be enhanced,neither we,
nor our friends, would regret the con-
tinuance of that trial for a few months.
But, hon. gentlemen, unless justice, full
justice, is done, no body can expectsuch
benercial results from the postpone-
ment of the settlement of the school
question. Justice is promised to us in
the announcemernt made by the govern.
ment last week and in the speeches of
the ministers. By the sume announce-
ment and in the same speeches, the ex-
istence of our grievance is again affirmed,;
onr right to aremedy is also affirmed,
and the most solemn pledges have been
given us that remedial legislation of a
definite character will take place within
afixed period, unless the Province of
Manitoba itself grant the remedy we are
looking for. Whether willingly or un-
willingl: , the minority has to aceept the
situation ; notwithstanding its disap-
pointment, it has no cLoice. This, how-
ever, does not relieve me from the obli-
gation of expressly freeing myself from
all responsibility as to the postpone-
ment of the remedial legislaiton and
as to the possible complications that may
arise therefromn. The representatives of
the minority in Parliament have, up to
the last nioment, insisted upon immed-
iate action. Istill Lelieve that it was
our duty to do so. Now that my wishes
in that respect have vanisbed, I cannot
help expressing 1y regret and my great
disappointment at this new Jelay, how-
ever short it mnay appear to some. No
body can deny that our cause is thereby
committed again to future contingencies
which may be stronger than the will of
the government, and hence my grave
apprehension and regret. As I have
already said, it is not within our yower
to alter tlhie present situation, but we
can hold to the piedge given and we do
it, and we will look for its full redemyp-
tion, iiving in the meantime in expect-
ancy, throwing no obstacles in the way
of a satisfactory settlement, even willing
togive a helping hard to it, asking our
friends to do the same, but reserving
our liberty for future action, equally
ready to give credit to whom credit shall
be due, aud to recall to all tue respon-
sibility they have placed upon their
shoulders. If those repeated pledges
are not redeemed, tle sad disappoint-
ment which is felt at present will still in-
crease. A feeling of distrust in our poli-
tical institutions will grow up in the
minds of a large portion of the people.
It will pe considered as u failure of
justice, as a departure from the princi-
ples laid down at the foundation of our
confederation regime which could only
come into existence by mutual trust in
each other, and it will be a dark page
in Cunadian history. However, such is
my desire to see this confederation of
ours consolidate itself, so confident have
I been always that under this regime
our common country would prosper and

its people become a great Canadian
nation, that I prefer to refrain trom

giving vent any more to my apprehen-
sions and to lend a listening ear to the
hopes that have been expressed here
and elsewhere that nothing will happen
to prevent the government and parlia-
ment frow: discharging their respective
duties and redeeming the pledges given
in their bebalf. 1 fully recognize the
difficulty of the situation, but T believe
Lord Balisbury liag voiced the soundest
policy to be adopted undersuch circam-
stances, when, speaking on this very
subject at Preston in 1893, he said that
we

Will only meet the danger by march-
ing straight up to it and by declaring
that the prerogative of the parent, un<

less he be convicted of criminality,
must not be taken away by the State,
