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NOTING that a number of Contracting Parties to the Convention have decidedto implement reductions of their national annual sulphur emissions or theirtransboundary fluxes by at least 30 per cent as soon as possible and at the latest by1993, using 1980 levels as the basis for calculation of reductions,
RECONIZNGon the other hand, that some Contracting Parties to theConvention, while flot signing the present Protocol at the time of its opening forsignature, will nevertheless contribute significantly to the reduction of transboundaryair pollution, or will continue to make efforts to control suiphur emissions, as statedin the document annexed to the report of the Executive Body at its third session,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLEF I

Definitions
For the purposes of the present Protocol,

1. "Convention" means the Convention on Long-range Transboundary AirPollution, adopted in Geneva on 1 3 November 1979;
2. "EMEP- means the Co-operative Programme for Monitoring andEvaluation of the Long-range Transmission of Air Pollutants in Europe;
3. "Executîve Body" means the Executive Body for the Convention constîtutedunder article 10, paragraph 1 of the Convention;
4. -Geographical scope of EMEP" means the area defined in article I.paragraph 4 of the Protocol to the 1979 Convention on Long-range TransboundaryAir Pollution on Long-term Financing of the Co-operative Programme forMonitoring and Evaluation of the Long-range Transmission of Air Pollutants inEurope (EMEP), adopted in Geneva on 28 September 1984;

5. "Parties" means, unless the context otherwise requires, the Parties to thepresent Protocol.

ARTICLE 2

Basic provision
The Parties shaîl reduce their national annual sulphur emissions or theirtransboundary fluxes by at least 30 per cent as soon as possible and at the latest by1993, using 1980 levels as the basis for calculation of reductions.
