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Article 15

1. States Parties recognize the rights of the child to freedom of

association and to f reedom of peaceful assembly.

2. No restrictions may be placed on the exercise of these rigbts other

than those imposed in conformity witb the law and which are necessary 
in'

a democratic society in the interests of national security or public

safety, public order <repulcthe protection of public health or

morals or the protection cf the rigbts and freedoms of others.

Article 16

1. No child shaîl be subjected to arbitrary or unlawful interference

with bis or ber privacy, family, home or correspondence, nor to 
unlawful

attacks on bis or ber bonour and reputation.

2. The child bas the rigbt to the protection of the law against such

interference or attacks.

Article 17

States Parties recognize the important function performed by the

mass media and shail ensure tbat the cbild has access te information 
an(

material from a diversity of national and international sources,

especîally those aimed at the promotion of bis or ber social, spiritual

and moral well-being and pbysical and mental healtb. wov *.is end, Stat,
