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(B) (1) Canada will take over the manning, operation and mainten-
ance, and the financial responsibilities relating thereto, of the following Pine-
tree Stations on dates to be agreed by the appropriate authorities of both
Governments: -

Kamloops, British Columbia
Puntzi Mountain, British Columbia
Saskatoon Mountain, British Columbia
Beausejour, Manitoba
Armstrong, Ontario
Lowther, Ontario
Pagwa, Ontario
Ramore, Ontario
Sioux Lookout, Ontario
Barrington, Nova Scotia

(2) Effective from the date of this agreement, Canada will assume finan-
cial responsibilities for all costs of manning, operating and maintaining the
following Pinetree Stations:-

Moisie, Quebec
Saint Sylvestre, Quebec
Beaverbank, Nova Seotia
Sydney, Nova Scotia
Gander, Newfoundland

(3) If additional costs of operation and maintenance arise as a result of
any improvements over and above those programmed for installation at the
date of this Agreement, the division of costs shall be agreed between the two
Governments.

(4) Except as otherwise provided herein, the Pinetree Stations referred
to in this Memorandum will continue to be operated under the provisions of
the Exchanges of Notes dated August 1, 1951 and June 15, 1955.
