Mr. Jacques Gignac was born in Shawinigan, Quebec on
July 24, 1928, He:!attended the University of Montreal from which
he received a B.A. in 1949 and where he followed post-graduate
courses in Sociology; the Institut Catholique de Paris, from which
he received degrees in theology (1955) and in Sociel Sciences
(1957); and the Sorbonne, from which he received a degree in

literature (1957). In 1958 he taught at le Collége Sainte-Marie
in Montreal.
