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ferred to bringing into effect a 50 per cent
British preference. H1e promised that as bis
platform. One of bis new members stood in
bis place and read the platform of the Liberal
party.

I will ask him
whiat hae means. There was his promise in
1919; there was bis pledge in 1919; there was
bis mai ority ta carry out bis pledge from 1921
to 1930. Did he do it? Did he attempt ta
do it? Did ha endeavour ta do it? Did lie
suggest that it should be doae in aay way,
shape or form? Wby, why, why to-day daes
hc espause the cause of capitalisai? Wby ta-
day is hie sa anxiaus about bis friends the
capitalists? Why ta-day is lie sa cancerned
ab;out wh.at will hiappen if the reforms we
have suggested shauld corne into hein-..
Wby? Because lie knaws if hie puts into force
a provision of that kiod, namely a 50 per cent
preference on the general tariff, the effect
would 'be ta close up 60 per cent of the in-
dustries in Canada. is friends the capitalists
have warned bim what will bappen. The big
interests have told bim what will bappen.
And so yesterday lie appeared in this cham-
ber reading from the Montreal Gazette bis cor-
tificate of character. St. James street forever,-
the Gazette, the Free Press and the Financial
Post; by tbese we .swim 1In hobc signa
vinces! Is it nat time that we had secured
an understanding of wbiat bie means? Wbat
doýes bie mean?-"ý50 per cent" or "sub-
sbantial"? What daes bis pledge ta tbe elec-
tors of Canada mean? Wbiat does àt mean?
What is meant. hy it? Tbe riglit hon. gentle-
man attaches a great deal of importance to
trade, and rigbtly sa. In 1921. 1925, 1926 and
1930 bie condemned platform after platform
of the 'Conservative party; lie condemned aur
Canada first policy. Wby did the rigbt baon.
gentleman forg-et bis promise of a 50 per cent
preference? Hie and bis colîcagues went ta
England in 1923 ta attend an ecanomic con-
forence; wbile there hoe proposed a preference,
but it wvas not a 50 per cent preference.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Hie did not do
anytbing of the kind.

Mr. BELNNE'II' Well, bie put it this way:
-He said, " Far be it from me to suggest ta
you what you sbould do, but I will tell you
wliat we wilI do"ý-and so hoe put it in the
littie book. Thore you have it. That is as
far as hoe got. There is tbe story.

Now, sir, let us go a step further. It bas
been contended in this bouse by bon, gentle-
men opposite that the goverument of the day
have erected barriers against trade. The
.League of Natians in its pamphlet recentl[y

sued painted out that the wbole trend of
affairs during tbe last ten years bas been
towards tariffs. Wbhy? Bocause it was the
only way by whicb cauntries could prevenýt
the destruction of their industrial fabrie and
their national life wben other countries were
praducinig goods which tbey were willing to
damp upon the cauntries of the world that
did not protect tbemselves. I wonder what
my right bion. friend meant whon hie said tbat
we -taok steps ta prevent dumping i0 tbis
cauntry. Doos he favour dumping? Does
the Liberal party faveur itý? I want ta know.
Doos the baon. member for Weyburn (Mr.
Yaung)-ob, I see he is not bere. Do hion.
gentle mon opposite beliovo in dumping? Now
is the time ta answer. Do not ho silent in
bath languages. Ratber speak in bo.tb, yes or
na. Do they believo in dumping or not?

Mr. DUPUIS: We want, to dump the
goveroment.

Mr. BENNETT: That is wbat 1 tbought.
Wýe are getting a lot of trutb aut of thom this
afternoon. That is sametbing. That is aIl
hie cares about. Hie is not interested in any-
thing else.

Mr. DUPIJIS: It is high timo ta do it.

Mr. BENNETT: Tbe bion, gentleman from
Laprairie-Napierville (Mr. Dupais) ays: We
want to dump the gavornment. But do they
helieve in the dumping of goods on the mar-
kets of Canada? That is the question, and
naw is the time ta get up and answer it. If
t-hey do not believe in it, and wo must take
ià for granted that tbey do nat, then wbat
follows? Tbe only methods by wbich dumping
car be prevented in this country were the
metbods pursued by this government. What
have you ta say about that? That is what
we put ta the opposition. We took steps to
prevent dumping by the met'bads that were
inýdicated by the Minister of Finance, by
tariffs, by fixing values, and by protecting aur
people from the deprecia-ted currencies of
other countries. Do you believe in protecting
this coulntry from the depreciated currencies
of othor countries or nat?

Mr. ELLIOTr: Answer.

Mr. BENNETT: Do you believe in depre-
ciated currencies being the basis upon which
Canadians have ta compote? Did my lion.
friend fram Sbelburne-Yarmouth (Mr. Rai-
stan) say samething?

Mr. RALSTON: I say, make yaur own
speech.
