STATEMENT ON NEGOTIATIONS RESPECTING
INTERNATIONAL WHEAT AGREEMENT

On the orders of the day:
Hon. Robert Winters (Minister of Trade and

Commerce): May I take this opportunity to
reply to a question asked yesterday by the
hon. member for Humboldt-Melfort-Tisdale
in connection with my conversations in
Geneva last week, where I had meetings with
the Canadian delegation to the GATT cereal
negotiations which are being conducted as
part of the Kennedy round. As hon. members
are aware, the delegation includes producer
advisers along with officials of the Canadian
Wheat Board and the government depart-
ments concerned.

I also had discussions on this important
subject in Germany and the United Kingdom
where I gained the impression that there is
growing acceptance of the need for an in-
crease in the minimum price, as well as in the
price range advanced by the exporting coun-
tries including, of course, Canada.
