If so, what action is planned
on these recommendations? Is it the intention
of the minister to make a statement to the
House on this important matter?

Mr. Speaker: Perhaps the last part of the
hon. member’s lengthy question might be in
order. I think it might be concentrated in
these terms to inquire of the minister wheth-
er he proposes to make a statement on
motions.

Hon. H. A. Olson (Minister of Agriculture):
Mr. Speaker, my department is constantly in
touch with the activities of the FAO. Whether
or not they have received the report that the
hon. member speaks of, and whether or not I
can make a statement on motions I am not
sure, but I shall look into it.
