That Bill C-4, an act to amend the Canada Cor-
porations Act and other statutory provisions related
to the subject matter of certain of those amend-
ments, be amended by striking out in clause 20,
paragraph (b) of subsection (3) on pages 62-63 and
substituting the following:

“(b) A private company except as provided
in paragraphs (e¢) and (d);

(c) section (b) does not apply to a private com-
pany that is a personal corporation within the
meaning of section 68 of the Income Tax Act in
the whole of the year in respect of which a finan-
cial statement is required by this Act;

(d) the minister having regard to the public
interest may grant an exemption to a private
company if revenue does not exceed ten million
dollars in any period ending in or after the year
in which this section comes into force, in respect
of which a financial statement is required by this
act to be prepared, or whose total assets on the
last day of any such period do not exceed five
million dollars”.
