Ms. Joy Langan (Mission -Coquitlam): Mr. Speaker,
for months I have pushed the minister of health and
welfare to review the whole issue of the safety of al
breast implants. He said we will have to wait for the U.S.
to lead.

T'he U.S. has led. On Monday a federal jury in San
Francisco found that Dow Corning Corporation misrep-
resented safety tests on ail breast implants and led
women to believe its implants were safe when it did flot
have the data to prove it.

The decision found Dow Corning guilty of fraud.

This is the minister's opportunity to take action to
review ail of the data that has been submitted by ail of
the manufacturers of breast implants sold in Canada
about the safety of ail of those implants, to, review the
life expectancy of breast implants, the incidence of
implant ruptures, the impact of silicone on the immune
system of implant rupture victims, and the heaith care
requirements of those who became victims of failed
implants.

We are asking wili the minister act
now.

Over a year ago
Amnesty International issued a stingmng report con-
demning Columbo for carrying out indiscriminate cam-
paigns against 'Thmil citizens.
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The report stated: "Many people have been arbitrarly
rounded up, and sometimes killed, on the basis of
anonymous accusations of subversive involvement".

I cail upon Canada and other concerned nations to
persuade Columnbo to repeal the constitutional amend-
ment that deprives 'Iàmils of free representation in their
Parliament. We must organize a United Nations spon-
sored commission to investigate the kilhings and to, bring
an end to, the violence and tragic abuse of human rights.

Also the TIàmis lin the northerni province, especially
the Jaffna district, are in dire need of food and medical
supplies. People are starving to death. We must offer our
assistance.
