This School is the only Normal School for the training of

teachers for the Protestant Public Schools of the Province. Its

students are those who are qualifying to teach in the elementary and

intermediate schools. For students who wish to qualify as high school

teachers there are courses of study given in the Department of

Education at McGill,

In consideration for the training of both public school 

and high school teachers the University receives from the Province an 

annual grant of §25,Ç00., $15,000. 0f which is allocated to the 

School,for Teachers and $10,000. to the Department of Education at

McGill.

In connection with the School for Teachers, Macdonald College 

operates the Macdonald High School, which servos the dual purpose of 

a High School for the district and a practice school for the School

for Teachers. . For the year ended 30th June 1934, the Direct Income
