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])aring' the past year there has l)e('ii a i»n':Uly increased

interest awakened in mission work within the biocese.

An Associalion for lurtherinii' th(^ work has ht>en organ-

ized by the Church Women of this city: whose i)rijnary

object is to aid tht^ CUiurcli in the poorei* parts of {he Dio-

cese, and improve the condition of the Clergy llierein.

Circulars containing- the Constitution and liy-Laws,

were sent to thirty-four of the clergy, only eleven of whom
responded to the pro tiered aid.

Boxes of clothing, books, etc., have been sent io the par-

ishes for distribution, but always with the suggestion tiiat

the clergyman's family would iirst take what w^ould be of

service to themselves. Labrador, Gaspe, Dixville, Maple
Grove, Melbourne and Bury have been assisted in this way
and most grateful letters received in rei>ly. A Communion
Servi(^e was sent to the Church at Portneuf, and a stole for

the Clergyman, also a stole for the Incumbent at J)ixville.

A A'ery pleasing task w^as the furnishing of a Mission
House at Labrador for the Kev. Mr. Sutherland. Many
members contributed liberally to this, and if their energies

could be enlisted as heartily in all calls upon us, the As-

sociation would have no doubts for its future prosperty.

Shortly aftc. organizing, it was resolved that the Associ-

ation should undertake the work of collectiuL^" for the Church
Society. A leaflet was issued explaining the work of the

Church Society, hoping that if the facts weie brought be-

fore the members of the Church, they would not fail to res-

pond wath true Christian liberalily. A chanue of collecting

by streets instead of parishes as formerly, (Uitailed some
confusion this year, but the results \vere exceedingly satis-

factory, and it is to be hoped in future the work will be

more easily carried on.
