ward, provided. lunve\er. that if anv patient shall remain
in the Hospital for a period of five'davs or less, he or she
Shan he charoed and he liable at the' rate of two dollars
and lifty cents (S2.50) per day if treated in a private ward
and two dollars (S2.00) per dav if treated in the public
ward. I'atients shall also be liable to pav for all druirs.
-nedicnies and scrums other than such dru^r.s, medicines
and serums as are dispensed in ordinarv hospital cases.
and tor all wines and spirituous licjuors which mav be usedm their treatment. Any patieni unable to pav medical
ees shall be entitl-d to the free services of the Medical
Uihcer in charge.

40- On admission into the Hospital cverv patient
.shall deposit all monies and articles of value in the hands
ot the Matron for safe keepin.ir and deliver all bai^L^a.^ewuh the exception of such necessarv clothing- and other
articles as may be required for immediate use. to the
Matron.

50. I'atients shall keep themselves clean and orderlv
and shall comport themselves decorouslv. quietiv and in
an orderlv manner, and shall implicitiv obev the' medical
officer and nurses.

5'- Patients shall do all in their power to assist
each other and shall, when able. ^Wve such assistance in
the Hospital as may be required bv the medical officer or
Matron.

5^- Patients shall not smoke i;i anv of the wards
and shall not leave the Hospital without leave of the
Medical Officer.

5,1. Any patient infrin_yinn; an\- of tiie above re^^ula-
tions shall lie liable to be di.scharj^ed.
