
BY-LAWS
Of the Board for the Management of the Tem-

poralities fund of the Preshyterian Church

of Canada in connection with the Church

of Scotland.

WHEREAS the Board for the Management of the Temporali-

ties Fund of the Presbyterian Church of Canada in con-

nection with the Church of Scotland are authorized to frame and

make Statutes and By-Laws for the purposes specified in th ^ Act

incorporating said Board, and intituled, "An Act to incorporate

" the Board for the Management of the Temporalities Fund of

" the Presbyterian Church of Canada in connection with the

" Church of Scotland,"

At a Meeting of the said Corporation duly convened and

holden at the City of Montreal, on the 23rd day of Mivy, in the

year of our Lord 1860, at which meeting there aie present, Thomas

Paton, Esq., Reverend Dr. Cook, Reverend Dr. Urquhart, Rev.

W. Snodgrass, John Thomson, Esq., John Greenshields, Esq.,

John Cameron, Esq., & Alexander Morris, Esq., Mcmheis thereof,

and in pursuance of the aforesaid powers
;

• Be it therefore enacted by the Board for the Management of

the Temporalities Fund of the Presbyterian Chuicli of Canada

in connection with the Church L/f Scotland, by virtue of and

under the authority of the said Act of the Piirlia;r.<'iit of Canad;!,

22 Vic. cap. 66, and it is hereby enacted by autboiity of the

same

:

1st. That the remaining Trustees named in I lie second clause

of the said Act shall retire from the said Bonrd und cease to

hold office therein in the following order, that is to say :

Messieurs J. Cameron and Hugh Allan, Laymen, and the Rev.

Drs. Matheson and Cook, Ministers, shall retire on the third day

of the meeting of Synod.
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
