would be .increased at no distant date to
10 per cent. I would like to ask the
direotors if this is likely to take place.”

Mr. J. G. Whyte sald that he would
like to know if there was amy reason
why the banks should not be allowed to
circulate their owm Dills against a propor-
tion of their rest account, as well as
against the capital.

The president replied to Mr. Whyte
saying that at present the law did not
admit any circulation beyond the amount
of the capital, but that he saw no good
reason why the proportion of the reseive
or rest fund of each bank showld not be
utilized to some extent as a basis of
circulation. To Mr. Powell the president
said that the question of increasing the
dividend had not been seriously discussed
by the directors, but Tdat if they followed
the example of other banks, the reserves
of which were about the same proportion
to the capital as that of the Bank of
Ottawa, they would be likely to delay
any increase untll the rest reached the
amount of the capital, or came within
measureable distance of it, and he said
the shareholders could estimate for them-
selves as to how long this would take at
the present rate of progression. Provided
that busimess continued satisfaetory, the
president estimated that it would take
two or three years at the most. He de-
sired to emphasize the fact that the diree-
tors considered a regularly paid dividend
of 9 per cent. very good, and that the
first Increase would most likely be in the
way of a bonus.

There is
a demand in wholesale circles for holiday
goods, and the prospects indicate goud
sales for the season. Country remittances
are reported fair. Travelers are sending
in some nice orders for spring delivery, and
the general outlook is encouraging. Shoe
manufacturers in most cases have consid-
erallle work om hand, chiefly for spring
shipment. The price of leather is reported
firm. There have been no district failures to
speak of.

Trade at Toronto has been quite active
this week. The large demand for fancy
goois for the holidays, and the big range
of gocds of a useful character. but suitable
for gifts, have greatly added to the vol-
uma of business being done. There weere a
