Coming to the letter of Foreign Minis-
ter Hayashi, written to Mr. Lemieux at
Tokio on Dec. 23, Mr. Borden observed
that while it was a polite.and cOur-
teous letter, it gave no great assurance
to Canada.

Theraefore, continued Sir Wwilfrid, thg
government asked Mr. Nosse in 1905
whether it would not be possible to
have Japan agree to continue the re-
striction upon emigration to Can-
ada. Mr. Nosse, in a letter fo the
minister- of agriculture, written in
September of that year, expressed sur-
prise that Canada should, as. he had
heard was likely, imrpose restrictiond
to immigration, for he: knew Japan
would not consent to any special con-
cessions, that'emigration had always
been restricted by Japan and she
would continue that policy in the fu-
ture. But then came the great influx
of 1907, and the government, loath to
believe that, the Japanese government
had deliberately broken faith, com-
missioned Mr. Lemieux to go to Tokio
with the result that assurances haid
been given that emigration -to Can-
ada would be rigidly restricted 'in fu-
tyre. .

Canada, thereforé, without a restric-
tion clause in the trea?y with Japan,
was in .a Dbetter- position than the
United States with such a clause in
their treaty.

Sir Wilfrid continued by saying that
Canada’s position was plain. He was
prepared to yield to the views of the
people of British Columbia, and there
were two ways, either .to legislate to
restrict Japanese immigration or 39
rely on the good faith of Japan.

Geo. E. Foster Replies.

Mr. Foster, who followed, commend-
ed the  concluding sentences of the
premisf's speech to .the members from
British Columbia, who were Qlways
willing to bow to the governn H2
proceeded’ to describe the twistings
of the British Columbia mempbers on
this subject. There was no gusrantee
that the question had been settled for
all time. Who had told them that the
Hindus could be Kept out under ex-
isting regulations?/ The premier had
set himself against' every wish of Bri-
tish Columbia, and now had declared
that as long as he is premier there
would be no legislation to prevent
Japanese coming in.. 1t was said by
the premier that 'negotiations were
proceeding between the United States
and Japan with respect to immigra
tion. The present trouble between the
two countries arose out of the right
of Japanese children to sit with white
children in the schools of San Fran-
cisco. But the premier’'s argument
was that we must rely upon the good
will of the Japanese. If he carrizd
that out to a conclusion there wouid
be no need of a treaty. Treaties bound
the «nations; promises bound only in-

dividuals, -and when Count Hayashi

passed out of office, would his suc-
seccor carry out the verval arrange-
ment? No great country would thiak
of putting her interests at the hazard
of a single statement of an individual.

Hon. Mr. Fisher Corrects.

The result of Mr. Lemieux’s visit to
Tokio was simply that he secured the
renewed assurances. of the Japanese
Government that emigration would be
restricted. In his report of his mis-
sion . Mr. Lemieus declared that
in addition .tg = receiving this
assurance the Canadian - Alen
Act would . apply against
Hawaii, and Japad was willing that as
long as Canada did not discrirhinate
against the Japanese that government
did not care whether the act was ap-
plied against the Japanese or not, whe-
ther. they . came into Canada from
Hawaii or from X urope.

Mr. Foster declared that one of the
doors to the Japanese had thus been
closed by the Alien Act. He then re-
ferred to the assurance in writing Hon.
Sydney Fisher had brought back from
Japan in 1903.

Mr. Fisher rose to set himself right
with regard to this document. In look-
ing thru his files he was unable to find
any such document, and he was forced
to conclude that it did not exist.

Mr. Foster said that was a grave,
statement for & mjnister to make. In
1903 and in 1906 theéTe were grave events,
and in the discussion on the adhesion to
the treaty, members had been led to
support that action by the statement

of Mr. Fisher, that there was such an
