DUTCH- BATTLESHP
“TAKES SECOND PRIZE

“Twenty-Three de Mayo” the Hoo-
~doo Name of -Captured Vene-.
zuelan Guard Shlp.

WILLEMSTAD, Dec. 15.—The Dutch
battleship Jacob Von Heemskerk ar-
rived in the harbor this morning tow-
ing as a prize the Venezuelan coast
guard vessel “23 De Mayo.”

A great throng of people lined the
quays 4o wiiness the entrance of the

ture within the harbor. The flag of
the Netherlands had been hoisted to
the peak'of the captured Venezuelan
coast guard -ship and astern of the
Dutch flag floated the Venezuelan
colors,

The “23 De Mayo'’ was captured on
Dec. 13 at a point a little north of
Cumana, a city of 12,000 people on the
Gulf of Capefco. The battleship Jacob
Von Heemskerk observed the ‘23 De
Mayo” in the offing and”promptly took\
possession of hér. A prize crew was
sent aboard, and the Venezuelan crew
was sent ashore.

The battleship Jacoh Von Heemskerk
then proceeded back to this port 28-
corting her -prize.

The crew of the “28 De Mayvo’ made
no resistance. All the rifies found on
board were sent ashore with the crew.
The *“23 De Mayo” was formerly an
American steamer called thé Alliance.
She belonged to a Mr. Smith, who
was at one time American ccisul here.
She, was captured by Venezuela in
1897 while in distress off Maracaibo
on the ground that she was engaged
in running contraband to the Vens-
zuelan coast. * Mr. Smith made a claim
against the- Venezuelan Governmeat
for-the vessel, and his demand was re-
duced in 1903 to $2900 by the mixed
commission: that ' adjudicated” various
matters of this kind.

The Dutch cruiser 'Gelderland left
here yesterday for the Venezuelan
coast. She had on board a most ex-
perienced seamen thoroly acquainted
with the small bays and inléts along
the Venezuelan shores. $She is out
after the ‘Venezuelan {orpedc -boat
Margarita, a steel Vvessel of| 97 tons,
and armed with four & pounders and
tow torpedo tuhes. This vessel is sup-
posed to be at the Island lof Mar-
garita.

PLEA FOR THE PARDON
OFWELLANDDYANITERS

Chicago Paper Declares That Men
Undergoing Life Sentence Wers
Tools of Scotland Yard Agent,

The Chigago Citizen, an Irish Amer:-
ican publication, of which John F,
Finerty, jr., is manager, has ag its cur-
rent -editorial leader the following arti-
cle under the caption “A plea for
Merey' .. .

About eight years ago an attempt
to blow up the locks of the Welland
Canal was frustrated befote the in-
tended crime had redched what would
have been a consummation disastrous
to ‘human life and property, and a ser-
fous injury to the common trade facili-
ties of "the.United States as well -as
Canada. Certain men were arrested by
the Canadian authorities, convicted of
the crime, and sentenced to penal ser-
vitude for life, For the attempt to de-
-stioy the Welland Canal it is difficult
to! find any motive compatible ‘with
reason, unless we assume that the con-
spirators were anarchists inflamed with
an insane hatred against everything
in the shape of governmental authority:

We know nothing of the facts sur-
rounding the conception and initiation
of the crime for which these men are
suffering, but whether they were mem-
bers of an Irish organization or not, if
they are Irishmen, then we firmly be—
lieve that the crime for which they
are now being punished originated in
the brain of an ‘‘agent provocateur”
in the pay of Scotland Yard. The whole
story as revealed at their trial, unfolds
facts that go to support this theory.

More than a quarter of a century
ago an attempt was made in Quebec,
Canada, to blow up a wing of the new
parliament buildings then in course of
construction. Fortunately it :was .a
filasco, but had it.succeeded to any

reat extent the people of the neigh-

orhood who would have suffered most

the destruction .of property, were
largely Irish. Another strange circum-
sztknce in connection with the explosion
was that it took place while the work-
ing men were absent at their noon
m Some foolish peojyle urged the
president of the local Irish National
League td call a meeting to denounce
the crime, but.he very properly re-
fused on the ground iRat it did not
concern the Irish anm.more than the
other elements of the populdtioh. We
never heard that any arrests were
made in this case.

Red Jim MecDermott appeared in
Canada, if our memory serves us right
about 1881 or 1882. We then resided
in Quebec. MecDermott was actually
received as a visiting guest  at the
fashionable St. James’ Club, Montreal,
and gave the press the most lurid in-
terviews, openly stating it was his
purpose to establish dynamite clubs in
Canada. Not knowing the man, we
firmly believed it would develop he
was a patent medicine vendor giving
himsgelf preliminary notoriety ' before
introducing his cure-alls, But he went
down ‘to Quedbec, and an honest but
blatherskite type of Irishman intro-
duce him to us at the famous “Chien
d'Or”’ bar.. His exploits in buying
arms in conjunction with Carl Tevis
for-the “boys” in Ireland were ex-
pressed so loudly, and were so mani:
festly false, that ‘after five minutes’
conversation we ha,d\quite enough of;
his company, and left still ignorant of
his identity. i

That afternoon our late brother, Ed-
ward A. Sutton, in company with the
late James Carrel, editor® and proprie-
tor of The Daily Telegraph, an even-
ing paper, saw the fellow and at once
our brother said that tho grown stout-
ér, it was the scoundrel, .“Red Jim.”
in. the last edition of The Telegraph
