U S MEAT TRUST IN BRITAIN

Government Committee Unable to Find
Any Danger to Home Trade,

LONDON, May'12.—The department-
al committee appointed in July, 1908,
to enquire into the alleged combina-
tions in the meat trade in the United
Kingdom, issued its report this morn-
ing. A large portion of it is devoted
to the American beef trust and its re-
presentatives in London, and the com-
mittee concludes that while a com-
bination exists to a certain extent be-

tween . four companies of the: United |

States engaged in the United King-
dom, it is not at present sufficiently
powerful seriously to endanger the
beef trade as a whole. But should these
firms, as seems possible, acquire con-
siderable ‘interest in the Argentine, the
situation with regard to the meat sup-
ply of the United Kingdom might be-
come serious. !
,According to the report the repre-
sentatives of the American companies
in London all told the committee that
thhey kne wnothing of the conditions
prevalling in the United “States, and
commenting on those statements, the
committee says:

“The committee, reluctantly, is com-
pelled to express-grave doubt as to the
reality of this uniform ignorance, and
its assumption naturally has tended to
throw doubt upon the other stateemnts
made by the representatives of these
firms, It 1s almost incredible that Ar-
mour & Co., Swift & Co., Marris & Co-,
and the Hammond Beef Co., the last
named representing the National Pack-
ing Co., should be in combination in
the United States, ‘and In competition
in the United Kingdom.” ! -
‘In a paragraph relating to the local
tendency to exaggerate ‘“the power and
malevolence of successful itrade com-
petitors,” -the. committee comments
upo nthe trade methods.of the Ameri-
AN companies,

“These are superior to those pre-
valling in this country,’” it says, “and
perhaps less. influenced by considera-
tions of séntiment. AS one witness put
it: ‘Business is businpss all the way,
Land we do not run business for love.
This maxim 1is ruthlessly applied by
the American companies, they are,
 therefore, unpopular among their trade
eompetitors.”

GRUSHES 0UT 20 LIES

Premature Explosion in N Y State
Quarry Attended With
Frightful Fatalities

ALBANY, N. Y., May 12.—At least
2% men were killed by a premature
blast of dynamite this afternoon in &
stone quarry operated by the Callanan
Road Improvement Co., near the vil-
lage of South Bethlehem, 11 miles
southwest of Albany,

The dead included John Hoyt Calla-
nan, vice-president and general man-
ager of the company; Charles D. Cal-
lanan, a brother; Leroy McMillan, as-
sistant superintendent; Henrickson,
steam drill foreman; Fred Snyder,

master mechanic; Fred Zappert, agen
of the National Power Co..p%'e:v Yorkt.
with two formen and 12 Italian work-
rhen.

One thousand pounds of dynamite
exploded, scattering the bodies of the
victims for hundreds of feet around,
and it was with difficulty that the
blackened, dismembered remains, mu-
tilated almost beyond recognition, were
identified. 4 '

Clothing . hung in shreds from the

bodies, from which the heads of some.

were missing; others lacked arms or
legs or both. Italians with shovels
searched here and there for portfons
of bodies, bringing the gruésome loads
in boxes to the engine house, which
served as a temporary morgue.

Thirteen holes five inches in diame-
ter and about 75 feet deep, had been
drilled at points about 20 feet back
of the face of the big quarry. The dis-
placement was expecte dto amount to
nearly 40,000 tons of rock and over 8000
pounds of dynamite were to have been
used.

The workmen had placed the 500
pound charges in six of the holes and
were working on the seventh,

tons of rock into the air and. scatfer-
ing the bodies of all the victims in all
directions. .

The blast was caused by the prema-
ture discharge of a percussiord cap.
Houses in the vicinity were shaken,
windows shattered and consternation
reigned in the little village half a mile
away.

Soon after the explosion fire was dis-
covered in the woeds in which the dy-
namites storehouse was locted, and it
was feared for a time that the flames
might reach the buildiing in which a
carload of explosives were stored, but
the fire was- extinguished before the
danger was reached. ®

Five of the great charges Of dyna-
mite remain unexploded in the quarry.
This ‘rendered somewhat difficult the
search for the bodies, the workmen
fearing further explosions,
