The Game License Receipt*
The receipts from game in the province 

of New Brunswick for the year 1912 show 
an increase in revenue of more than $12,- 
900. It is pointed out in the surveyor-gen­
eral’s report presented to the legislature, 
that this difference is brought about by 
large payments arriving in the department 
after the close of the fiscal year, Oct. 1, 
1911, that properly belonged to the previ­
ous twelve months.

The surveyor-general reports that the 
season generally was unfavorable to the 
sportsmen, owing to heavy rains, presiden- 

elections, and other drawbacks. In 
the protection of the game, $33,059.73 was 
expended.

The statement of revenue received from 
the sale of game licenses from Sept. 15, 
1 12, to Jan. 30, 1913, shows that the total 
value of the licenses sold was $47,020. 
This amount, less lue commission fees of 
$2,653, left a total of $44.315.91.
