
NO LABOR PARTY.

The Decision of the Congress—Sudden 
Death of an ex-Official.

Ottawa, Sept. 6.—T. D. Tims, who was 
for many years financial inspector of the 
finance department, and who was super­
annuated a few years ago, dropped dead 
on the verandah of his summer residence 
at Kingsmere, in the Chelsea mountains. 
He was 69 years of age. Heart failure 
was the cause of death. He was ap­
pointed inspector in 1870.

Emard, law partner of Ouimet, min­
ister of public works, is here seeing the$ 
government in regard to the criminal 
proceedings which, it is said, are going 
to be instituted- against St. Louis, who 
was contractor for labor on the Curran 
bridge. It is said Emard is (trying to get 
the trial to take place in Montreal.

At the trades and labor congress to­
day the committee on the president’s ad­
dress reported that it adopted all therein 
except that part which asked the congress 
to again and again knock at the gov­
ernment's doors to get better legislation. 
Instead of this it recommended that a 
labor party be formed. The Ontario 
executive was congratulated on securihg 
the passage of laws in the interests of 
the laboring classes. Delegate Darling­
ton, of Montreal, spoke strongly it favor 
of the formation of a labor party and 
moved the adoption of that clause in the 
committee’s report O’Donoghue, of To­
ronto. moved in amendment that the pres­
ident’s Address be adopted as it stood. 
This finally carried, so that the forma­
tion of a labor party is knocked on £ the 
head. A motion to eject members of 
any civil service from the congress 
defeated by 22 to 6. The members of 
the congress were entertained at lunch­
eon this afternoon, at Rockcliffe.
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New York, Sept. 6.—General Emilio 
Lassus, consul-general of' Bolivia in this 
city, has been missing since Âug. 30. 
Besides his commission he brought with 
him a concession from his government 
which gave him authority to negotiate 
for funds with which to construct a 
railway from the borders of Peru to La- 
paze, the capital of Bolivia. Every­
thing seemed to run smoothly until 
about a week ago, when it was found 
that General Lassus had left the city 
and transferred the business of the con­
sulate to Alex. Santos, a commission 
merchant. In an interview Mr, San­
tos said yesterday : “Since Mr. Lassus 
has gone, I have received many letters 
and visits from creditors of his and also 
one" from a deputy sheriff, who wishes to 
serve on him some papers in regard to a 
debt.’’ It is believed that General Las­
sus left tor Panama on either the-Colum­
bia of the Pacific Mail line or the Ad­
vance of the Colombian line, both of 
which sailed &.ug. 29. It is not known 
where Generil’j Lassus, boarded and the 
only-creditor who could be found yester­
day was a furniture company which 
sold him on the installment plan a $35 
carpet for his office.

Burlington, Iowa, Sept. 6.—The Chris­
tian Scientists of this city have petition­
ed the school board to excuse their chil­
dren from attending school during the 
hours when physiology is being taught.

Ottawa, Sept. 5.—The trades and labor 
congress devoted most of the forenoon 
session to communications. There was i 
batch of the usual resolutions referring to 
government contracts, immigration, etc, 
dealt with. A strong msolutiou objecting 
to any expenditure -by the Dominion for 
juvenile or adult immigrants was unan­
imously passed. All the provinces except 
British Columbia, the résolution said, as 
well as the Dominion, were guilty of 
making such expenditures. The secretary 
was asked to forward copies of the 
lution to the minister of the interior and 
the governor-general. The congress de­
cided to press the matter upon the Do­
minion government.
