My attention has been called to some
imperfection in the existing system of
auditing the public accounts, and a mea-
sure providing for a more thorough and
effective supervision will be submitted for
your consideration.

The prospect of obtaining at an early
day greater facilities for reaching the
North Western Territories, and the Pro-
vince of Manitgba is sure to attract alarg-
er number of settlers every yearand as
much of the prosperity of the Dominion
depends on the rapid settlement of the
fertile lands in those territories, it is de-
sirable and necessary to facilitate such
settlements as much as possible.

Experience has shown
that certain changes may advantageously
be made in Departmental arrangements
existing at presént. A bill will be submit-
ted to you for accomplishing the purpose
without increasing the expenditure or
number of Departments.

It is very desirable that there should be
uniform legislation in all the Provinces
respecting the traffic in spirituous liguors.
Hitherto that trade has been regulated by
Provincial laws, or laws existing before
the Confederation of the Provinces, al-
though there has been lately a conflict of
authority as to the jurisdiction of the local
authorities. A bill making the necessary
provisions will be submitted for your con-
sideration.

Various measures found necessary for
the amendment of existing laws will also
be submitted for yonr approval.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The estimates for the ensuing year will
be laid before you at an early day.

Facts which
had to be met in some manner, he tried to
make light of ; and when more was requir-
ed he solemnly asked his Maker to bear
witness to 'what hundreds of his hearers
knew to be false. Thisisstronglanguage,
but it is the langnage of truth, and no de-
sire on our part to appear charitable in the
eyes of the public will prevent ns from
calling black black, when the occasion de-
mands it. All the misstatements made
by Sir John we have neither time nor
space at present to correct, but to some of
them we can briefly refer. He had the
hardihood to pretend that the $162,500 ot
Sir Hugh Allan’s gold taken by himself
and his colleagues was an ordinary elec-
tion subscription. No one knew better
than himself how utterly devoid of truth
this pretence was. Sir Hugh, on his own
| acknowledgement, published during the
summer of 1873, regarded both political
parties with indifference ; and like the
man of the world that he is, coolly sur-
veyed the political situation, weighed the
influence of the men-he had to deal with,
and laid his plans deliberately, with the
intention of securing the control of the
great undertaking about to be launched
by the Government.
