PASTURING CATTLE AND SHEEP 10-
GETHER.

It has been sald by a staid old farmer,
who is quoted as very good authority,
that & pasture whioh will keep a oomz:
number of cattle will also keep two
sheep for every head of oattle, and there
will be but liltle loss of pasture for the
cows. This may be true of g6Fiain kinds
of pasture, but if oattle and are o
be pastured ther the pasture should
bo of the very best kind. Sheep will do
better on pasture with eattle than the
oattle, because they can bite closer and
they grase the sweeter sorts, while the
oattle may want for a full bite or be com-
polled to work harder to get sufficient,
while the pasture affords sufficient for
the sheep. There is some gain in pas-
turing sheep with cattle in some places,
and on some kinds of pasture, and, while
this is true, it may also be said that there
is of some loss. Sheep will grase
close and will also graze where cows have
voided, but they are slow to grase after
their own voidings if distributed in pro-
fusion. When sheep are kept with oat
tle they become scoustomed to staying
with them and will not try & fence as
much as if they were alone.  Cattle will
keep d wolves from sheep, and
especially is this the dase where there
are cows with oalves, There is one dan

ger in pasturing cattle with sheep—they

often cavse abortion by hooking or bunt
ing the ewes when are y with
lamb. This would seem to be fallacious,
but it should be remembered that the
sheep soon become acoust to the
cattle and they will not get out of their
way, asthey would do if they were placed
only occasionally, Sheep pre-

fer pas @ that Is short and sweet
rather than long and luxurisnt, Cattle
thrive best whete a full bite can be had
at all times.' Cattle do very well on
clover. Sheep do not do so well on
clover as they do on bluegrass. Cattle
will hoove on clover, and so will shéep,
and there is & r danger with sheep
than with eattle. So there™ls only one
oondition .in which ocattle and sheep
should be together and that is
when have plenty of ' pasture.
There is notso much danger of the cattle
starving the sheep out as there is in the
sheep statving the eattle ont. There
have been many bloody battles between
sheep and catile owners o the plains
where sheep have pastured over the
short and soanty pastures, utterly starv-
ing ontmk::holﬂmuu.

Look for borers and remove them with
s knife and wire. Borers may be ox-
pelled by a whitewash contalning crude
carbolic acid and paris greem.

See that wormy fruits are picked up
and destroyed. eep and pigs will do
this oheaply.
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See that the orchard is well caltivated
and kept free from weeds,
- Look to it that no grain crop is.reised
in any orchard kept for fruit production,

Look for premature fruit on h
trees. Such a ing is a sure s of

Sea that “water sprouts” or “suckers”
are rubbed off trees as they start. This
will injure the tree much less than if

are permitted to grow into larger
branohes and then removed.

Look after trees planted this spring.
Loosen the ground about them and then
apply & mulch of leaves or straw. In
rare oases the life of ayoung tree may
be saved by the timely. application of
water. 3

Look for lice. If they are injuring
trees, spray with the kerosene emulsion,
which is the best summer application
for trees.

Bee that the soapsuds are not wasted
on washdays. Cannot some practicable
method be devised thal they may reach
the orchard? ' Applied to the trunks of
trees which have become soaly, soapsuds
will thoroughly cenovate the same.

Look m'i that all the wood ashes
reach the orchard, the best possible place
for them.

See thal there are no scars on the trees
made by the removal of limbs, or by
other means, which are not covered by
gdm or some pyotecting substance.

Observe which vari
ties of each kind of fruit are most Ym
ductive on your own ground, as well as
at your neighbor's. 'This may be of fu-
tare value when about to plant a new
orchard.
