But it is 
still sufficiently loyal to the national 
policy to retain the belief that a tariff 
for revenue is, under present circum­
stances, an absolute necessity. Th.i 
Canadian Liberal Party entertains the 
some opinion, and that members ct 
this party now sitting at Ottawa criti­
cize the policy of the Union Adminis­
tration and demand further reduction» 
is not an indication of desire for frsa 
trade, is not an evidence of a willing­
ness to impair the credit of Canad i 
no- to cut down the prospective rev 
enue, but is merely the attitude of any 
party in opposition which believes it­
self called upon to criticize and con­
demn whatever the Government mav 
dc. Out of all the talk, out of tho 
minor amendments to the tariff which 
hare been introduced, out of the vari­
ous party platforms which have been 
constructed, there may be gained 
the impression that on all rides 
exists a desire for freer Interchange 
cf commodities necessary In our dally 
life, that we be permitted to buy and 
peli without taxation such foodstuffs 
and such clothing as are needed for 
the comfort of all classes. And on the 
ether hand it is made clear that the 
t’.'sire of our people Is for higher taxa­
tion on what may be regarded as Iuxl- 
rie.--., and increased contributions to the 
Federal Treasury on the part of these 
beet able to pay This is not social­
ism, it is not free trade. It is simply 
the desire of humanity in all its 
pluses to act fairly toward the other 
fellow. It is an appeal on the part of 
those poorly provided with this world's 
goods for more generous treatment, 
and it ie an expreasion of a willing­
ness on the part of the wealthy to 
submit! to greater demands in order 
that their less fortunate neighbors 
may enjoy a wider measure of coir.- 
fcrL Having this sentiment In mind 
and paying particular regard to tho 
extreme necessities ot the country as 
a whole, while at the same tim.? fully 
considering the abnormal conditions 
now prevailing with respect to the 
cost ot living, it has been the duty ot 
the Minister of Finance and ûù col- 
leagues to so order the tariff that all 
interests may be reasonably served. 
The amendments which Sir Thomas 
White has introduced will affect the 
price of necessities to only & moder­
ate degree, but any relief Is worth 
having. This will be enjoyed by the 
resti as well as by the east, and in 
addition the western grain-growers, 
who, as a matter of fact, are not d->- 
serving ot qny especial consideration, 
have been given concessions in the 
way of reduced duties on implements 
eic., which will not be so generally 
applicable to the east or to tihe ex­
treme west. That it was impossible 
at. the present time to make any more 
drastic changes, to reduce customs re­
ceipts by a greater amount than has 
been done, is apparent from the fact 
’hat increased taxation along other 
lines has, of necessity, been impose.! 
in order to make up the deficit due to 
lower duties cn foodstuffs and cloth­
ing. In the discussion which has dur- 
» ig the past couple of days been going 
on at Ottawa ît has been made clear 
that members of Parliament who have 
so far expressed themselves have In re­
ality no well-defined idea of what thay 
want.

The attitude of returned soldiers In

tal Ottawa were as deeply concerned

tfeeing so deeply- indebted to these me.) 
'could mot deal harshly with them, but 
would 1n the very nature ot things 

called upon to make the greatest 
possible concessions and to overlook, 
plu the event of trouble, conduct which 
I would not be permitted on the part of 
paiiy others. Thus the stand which the 
■-soldiers have taken towards those 
-who would disturb the even tenor of 
i^ttr national life, who would overthrow 
^existing governments and attempt to 
ftake the law into their own hands, s 

vote of confidence on the part of 
those soldiers in the fairness of Van- 
•da’s administration and a further 
pledge of loyalty to the empire for 
which they fought, 
feeling between the veterans and the

sons who have not had the interest 
of labor at heart, but who have n»3d 
organized labor for their own selfish 
purposes. In other western towns, 5; 
is intimated that the issue of tin 
moment is the position in which pub­
lic services find themselves. Despite 
warnings by the Federal Government, 
employees of the Civil Service vio­
lated their oaths, repudiated their 
pledges of faithful service and joined 
the forces of the strikers, leaving the 
public service badly dislocated, 
accordance with the warnings pre­
viously given, the Federal Govern­
ment refuses to reinstate those wno 
have shown themselves unworthy of 
trusa And in this attitude the Fed­
eral Government will enjoy the com­
mendation of all reasonable labor 
unionists, who must realize that th? 
public service of Canada cannot be 
hampered by the irresponsible con­
duct ot those who see fit to disregar J 
their oaths of office. In Toronto the 
general strike, so widely advertised, 
proved a fizzle, for. while in some f?w 
Industries the workers who have in­
dividual grievances which they*desire 
corrected are still idle, these griev­
ances are not ot a sufficiently general 

- character to induce satisfied workers 
i;i other lines to go on strike through 
ryiupathy. And although there is some 
talk in Montreal and elsewhere, the 
outlook is that the more moderate 
opinion among labor leaders will pre­
vail and that a gradual readjustment 
Cl wage and working conditions will

TARIFF TENDENCIES.

Whether by the unrestricted im­
portation ot household necessaries the 
cost of living shall be kept down, with 
consequent low wages and unemploy­
ment. or whether by means of a prole *- 
tive tariff industry shall be developed, 
abundant employment att high wages 
b? provided and the cost ot living 
reach a proportionate figure, is the 
question on which opinion of every 
nation has divided. England for many 
years has made a success of free trade 
where other nations have flailed. Can­
ada and the United States have pros­
pered under high protection when euch 
a policy would be ruinous to other 
countries. Yet, while theee two great 
policies have been applied with 
greater or less satisfaction according 
to the disposition» of the people 
directly affected, there appears on all 
sides a6 the present day a tendency 

) towards a compromise view. Joseph 
Chamberlain and Austen Chamberlain, 
the apostles of tariff protection in 
Britain, had scant success, but the 
educational campaign which they and 
their supporters have carried on dur­
ing recent years is having Its effect 
and England at- the present time Is 
turning Its attention to the advantages 
of a policy of moderate proteetdon, not 
yet prepared to take the plunge, but 
willing to consider tlia beneficent fea- 
tuxes of euch a move. At the present 
time there is in vogue in Britain a 
system of business licensing whereby 
foreign manufacturers or exporters 
,are asked to contribute varying 
^amounts to the treasury for i.bo priv­
ilege of carrying on V

groups whose ideas are not crystal­
lized into definite form, wh:. are speak­
ing only from sectional standpoints 
and who are not charged with the re­
sponsibility of providing revenue to 
meet ordinary expenditures.

LIECHTENSTEIN.

Europe is threatened with a woeful 
calamity. The principality of Liech­
tenstein has laid before thp peace con­
ference a demand for membership in 
idle League of Nations, together with 
certain other covenants to be em­
bodied in the peace treaty with Ger­
many, and threatens that unless these 
demands are compiled with that prin­
cipality will noti be a party to the world 
tettlement. Nothing more appalling 
could be conceived. This principality, 
which Is bounded by Austria, tho 
Rhine and Bwltsefland, 1s almost ai 
large as King Square, containing some 
sixty-five square miles. It has a popu­
lation fully equal to that ot Frederic­
ton—according to the last census 
numbering 9.477 people. The present 
ruler, who has lived In Paris tor 
some years, spent the greater part of 
his life In Vienna, Which city affords 
greater attractions to a man of wealth 
and giddy tastes than dose his own 
dominion.
