The delegates were
unanimously of the opinion that the
question of (he reduction of armaments
would be the most difficnlt to meet and
thx believed that it wouvld be relegated
to the rear of the other two featu:es,
especially since the special object of the
ofbference is now acknowledged to be an
endeavor 1o establisr means for the sol-
ving of internation:i difficulties without
yeconme to war, thus Incressing the
rarity of wars, and as & natural conse-
quence lsading to the reduction of
armaments, the rarity of wars and, as a
natural | consequence, leading fo the
yeduction of armaments. They seemed
eonvinced, however, that numerous dif-
ferences of detail would arise in the va-
rious committees, and that the confer-
ence would be protracted.

BURIED THREE CEATURIES.

Documents Telling Where to Find
Treasure Discovered in a Cave in
N.w Mexico, Written in Spanish
and Latin.

Sanwa Fx, N. M., May 20—E, Gallegos,
of Las Vegas, and several boys recently
discovered s cave in the foot hills, six
m 1e from Les Vegas, which contained
a plain tablet in the wal'. The boys re-
moved the tablet and found tbat it had
protected @ niche, in which there was &
stone box contain ng Latin and Spanish
msuuecriote,

F 0. Kihlberg disciphered the manu
scripte, which stated that & of
Spanish and French oclinists from
Mezxico were attacked by Indiane mear
the 1)cality 300 years and all except
four were killed. One the survivors
died, and was buried close to the eave in
which the documents were stored. The
three survivora feared they would never
see their fellow countrymen egain, and
gave certain Jirections to be observe
by the finders of the docamente, K

The dccuments stated that in a certain
distance from the cave the grave of the
man who died would be found. A cer-
ta'n quantity ot gold and silver in bars
and valilon apd the shatt of a gold mine
were to be found in the same locality.
It wae also requested that the finders of
the tressure shoul t forward half of it to
1he.heirs of the ccl)niste.

Gallegos found the grave as indicated,
it heing covered with & tlackelib with
nend earving that is no 1,nger readable.
Under it was found the skeletonof a
mar,

The treasure has not been found thus
far, but & thorough search has been io-
stituted. Kihlberg offered $300 for the
manuscripte and T. B, Catron offered
$1,500 for thew.
