FREDERICTON

Fredericton, N. B., Jan. 2—The annual
report of Chief Engineer Rutter, of \the
fire department, was submitted to the city
council at tomight’s meeting. The fire
losses were the smallest in years, the total
for buildings and goods being only $2,404.
The department was called out forty-twd
times during the year. The amount of in-
surance carvied on buildings which caught
fire was $13,600, so the loss is less than
eighteen per cent. The fire losses here in
1905 were in, the vicinity of $5,000. Chief
Rutter recommends, among other things,
the reorganization of the department.

WOMAN MISSIONARY  DEFENDS
 THE CHINESE NOW IN CANADA

|

Dr. Hamilton Tells of Vancouver’s “Chinatown”’—Former
st. John Woman Who Married Mongolian—The Labor
Question as a Missionary Sees It.

[The following letter was written by a lady
missionary, formerly of Halifax, who has
gone to China under the auspices of. the
Presbyterians. Some of her contentions are
rather novel.]

Whilst passing through St. John last
summer, I read a statement in the public

press to the effect that no one who had
seen the filth and wretchedness of the
Chinese in Vancouver would want to see
them coming into Canada. Being accus-
tomed to misstatements about Chinese, 1
resolved to find out the truth or falseness
of the statement, when I would pass
through the city a few weeks later. My
opportunities of seeing ‘Chinese life in
Vancouver were specially good, consider-
ing that I had only four days for investi-
gation, and a statement of what I saw
and heard about the Chinese there may
help to enlighten your readers. This is all
the more important since the repeal of

4 | the law which practically prohibits the

admission of Chinese into Canada has be-
come a live question.

My inquiries were all made without any
limit that any information given would be
made public. I asked Mr. Coleinan, after
he had shown me the Christian missions,
and homes, if he would now show me, as
a contrast the very worst and dirtest
homes in China town. He replied that
there were no worst, and no dirtiest. But
I repeated, “Will you not show me the
worst that there are,” and he again told
me that there were no such places there.
Asi Mr. Coleman has free. access to the
Chinese, I believed I had gone to the best
place for the required information. How=
ever, my former experience has been that
I could get more information from the
{ Chinege themselves and without asking

|questions about anything wrong among

them, I also went alone several times to
Chinatown, and made inquiries from other
people wwithout seeing or hearing of filthy
homes. )

It would be untruthful to say that ther
is no wrong doing among them. An opium
factory displayed its sign, and a few yards
distant appeared a liquor license sign of
an hotel not kept by Chinese. The Chinese
do not all live pure lives, but near the
Chinese quarters, were houses not inhabit-
ed by Chinese, devoted to that which is
evil, and the police have recently been
diligent in clearing out such places. Two
of the ladies have cpme in the latest
steamer to Shanghai,as such are considered
a necessary part of the social life of the
foreign community of Shanghai. It is
stated that Chinese who are disposed to
wrong doing receive very able Anglo-
Saxon support.

But there is another side of Chinese life
in . Vancouver. The latest mission is the
Church of England under the management
| of Mr. Dzang Haw whose name is Angli
cized as James Hall. The Presbyterian mis-
sionary 4s Mr. J. C. Coleman, an Ameri-
can, but one might suppose he was a
Chinaman from the fluency with which he
speaks the lapguage. The Methodists have
{the Rev. Mr. Turner as superintendent,
but the Rey. Chan Yu Tan, an eloquent
speaker, is pastor of the Chinese Method-
| ist church. Each mission has a night
i school and a Sabbath school and other
|Sunday service. These churches unite for
‘two street services each Sabbath where
‘they have a good sized Chinese audience
ito listen to the gospel in their own lan-
| guage. There is a_ Chinese address each
| evening at the might school. The interest
| does not seem to be waning,as the Method-
]ists had a larger attendance at Sunday
lschool, the afternoon I was there, than

ever before. The singing is excellent.
Though some scholars have only recently
become interested, others are good en-
ough English scholars to read well and
to speak English correctly. The Methodisy
communion service in the cvening showed
the ages of the converts to vary from tha
man of gray hairs to the little girl of
four or five years, but the majority were
young men. °

There is a Chinese printing office under
Christian management. The Wa Ying Yas
Po is the only Chinese newspaper ‘pube
lished in ‘Canada. The plant for a Chinesq
publishing house is expensive in compar<
ison with an English plant, owing to eacl
word requiring a separate character. There

One of the compositors is a Chinese lady.

There are also happy Chinese homes.
Some of those visited were Christian,somg
not. I had the pleasure of taking tea with
a lady born in St. John, but happily mar
ried to one of the wealthiest Chinese in
Vancouver. She is an intelligent woman
and was once her husband’s Sunday schoo
teacher. From what I heard outside oz

respected by the people of the city.

The relations of the Chinese to the la
bor question in British Columbia form
an interesting subject for investigation.
¥rom British Columbia laborers came the
agitation against admitting Chinese labor-
ers, but it is a great mistake to think that
all British €olumbians are satisfied with
prohibiting the entrance of Chinese. It
will soon be found that this law has ser
jously erippled the industries and general
prosperity of British Columbia. It wat
said that the Chinese cut down wages.
The -error was in supposing that it wae
because these men ‘were Chinese that they
wanted to work for nothing. An influx ol
laborers of any nationality will cheapen
labor in the particular line in which they
engage. As a matter of fact Chinese are
exceedingly fond of money, and are taking
advantage of the law to its fullest extent
in demanding higher wages.

A lady told me that one came to her
to saw her wood. He offered to do it for

man to do it for $5.00.

I have also seen statements in New
Brunswick papers speaking disparagingl¥
of the quality of Chinese labor in British
Columbia, which were at variance with
my own khowledge. An employer of labor
told me that it depended altogether upon
the individual. He had hired a Japanese
who was worth two Chinese whom he dis-
charged, and he had seen other Chinese
who were excellent workmen. The best
edger he ever saw was a Chinese, and
one employed to carry pieces of lumber,
could always manage to get the right size
and kind of piece in a remarkable man-
ner. From his statements about their
wages, I thought that instead of working
cheaply they were faulty in being exorbit-
ant in their demands.

One of the ways in which the dominion
parliament can undo the wrong done to
the commerce and industrial life of Can-
ada by exeluding Chinese laborers, and at

of labor as to make it unduly cheap, is to
take steps to bring farmers,offering special
inducements when accompanied by their
families. I was favorably impressed with
the few Chinese farmers whom I met.
But, perhaps, the Chinese was right wha
told me that he did not think many
Chinese would come if the law was ' Te-
pealed as they were needed to work on
their own railroads. .
