Emperor William’s Letter on. Ultra=
.montanismand the Church Question.

. _The following letter has been received
by Earl Russell, in London, from the
'German Emperor :—

DEAR LORD RusseLL.—I have received
‘your letter of January 28, with the re-
solutions of the great meeting in London,
and with my Ambassador’s .report of the
proceedings. I thank you sincerely for
 this communication and for the accom-
panying expression of your personal
‘good ‘will. - It is incumbent on me to be
the leader of my people in a struggle
'maintained through centuries past by
German Enperors of earlier days against
a power the dominaticn of which has in

patible with the freedom and welfare of
‘nations—a power which, if vietorious in
Jour days, would imperi’y not in Germaily
ialone, the blessings of the Reformatlonf
Jliberty of conscienee and the authority o
the law.
I accept the battle thus imposed upon
‘me in the fulfilment of my kingly duties
and in firm reliance of God, to whose
help we look for victory; but also in the
spirit of the regard for the creed of
others and of the evangelical forbear-
ance which has been stamped by my
forefathers on the laws and administra-
tion of my States. The latest measmes
of my government do not infringe upon
the Romish Church or the free exercise
of their religion by her votaries; they
only give to the legislation of the coun-
try some of the guarantees long possess-
ed by other countries, and formerly pos-
gessed by Prussia, without being held by
the Romish Church incompatible with
the tree exercise of her religion. I was
sure, and I rejoicg at the proof .affoy‘ed
me by your letter, that the sympathies
o1 the people of England would not fail
me in‘the struggle—the people of Eng:
land, to whom my. people and my ‘royal
house are bound by the remembrance of
many & past and honorable struggle
maintained in common since the days of
William of Orange.
» I beg you to communicate this letter,
with my hearty thanks, to the gentlemen
.who signed the resolution, and remain,
yours sincerely.’
