I You have ouly to read the tradition of
Tony Weller, Esquire, in the ever-to-be-
remembéred: Pickwick Papers, to see in
what high esteem and honor the British
stage-coanch and its rubicund driver have
always been beld in this horse-loviag isle.
The stagc-coach far outrivals the railway
in the kind of semtiment which inspires
the poetry of the bards and the romauce
of the novel writers. All Torrydom, so”
cial rather than political, wept aloud
when the railway began to supersede the
glorious, rumbling old « four-in-hand.”
And this may well be believed ; for even
now in the few localities in which the
gtage-coach, red or blue painted, with big
wheels and lofty seat inair, still stardily
holds its own, there is really mnothing
move charming:to mative or tourist than

bowling along the deep-shaded English
turnpikes atop of ome of these labberly
machines. Ouoe of the qualifications seri-
ously urged in favor of the Marquis of
Hartington for the Liberal leadership,
was his skill as a huntsman, and the ad-
mirable magner in which he fulfilled the
manly post of Master of the Buckhounds.

From the Oxford student, nay, from the
very Eton boy with his tall hat, to the
greatest nobles, the driving of a coach
has been an envied and much-practised ac-
complishment. Lt has been a fashion for
more than centuary, for the old Benson
Driving Clab which many sportsmen can
still remember as dividing public atten-
tion with the Reform . agitation, was
founded in the earlier days of George III.
What stories and traditions of coach-
driving are not told of the wild old days
of that obstinate and pious bat sport-
loving monarch? Who has not heard of

the ¢ Hejl-Fire” Club went down from
London to their scandalous mock-mon-
astery in the couniry, whea John Wilkes
divided his sttention between the reins
a1d the utterance of witticisms : 8 coarse
as they were pungent and irresissible?
Woh does not readily recall Charley Fox,
afterwards to be the eloquent leader of the
opposition, bowling through Surrey
mounted on a high box, and f.lling off,
and getting up again to go on as reck-
lessly as before?
