
Astrophysical Observatory on Observatory Hill (formerly 
Little Saanich Mountain) was in 1918 completed. Visitors 
should not fail to see this great seat of scientific research.

The site for this Observatory was selected by the 
Government because of Victoria's unequalled climate and 
the low range of temperature. It commands one tf the 
finest views on the I'acific Coast.

The Astrophysical Observatory

It may be reached by automobile, also by Interurban 
Electric Railway, starting from 1505 Douglas Street, 
opposite City Hall, alighting at Observatory Station. It 
is seven miles from Victoria, but plainly visible from the 
suburbs.
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
