A SPLENDID ARGUMENT.

Presentation of the Canadian Case by 
Sir Robert Finlay.

London,Sept. 18,—The Alaska Tribu­
nal took their seats at u a.m. The 
Attorney-General, continuing his argu­
ment on the Portland Canal, produced 
a volume of Vancouver’s charts obtain­
ed from the London Library, which he 
stated to be identical with the set us­
ed yesterday, and which came from the 
Parliamentary library at Ottawa. He 
then proceeded to discuss the argu­
ment of the United States based on the 
Thalweg rule, which is to the effect 
that where national territories are di­
vided by a river or stream having sev­
eral channels the middle of the deepest 
channel should be taken as the bound- 
ary, and contended that this rule ap­
plied only to rivers and streams and 
not to an estuary such as Portland 
Channel.

Mr. Sifton and others of the Cana- 
dian Party are exceedingly pleased 
with Attorney-General Finlay’s work. 
The St.James’Gazette says:"Attorney- 
General Finlay is in his element over 
the Alaskan Boundary Commission, 
whatever may be the conditions of his 
confreres.
