THE QUAKE IN JAPAN

JESUIT SCIENTIST FIRST TO
REPORT
Washington, D. C., Sept. 10.—
Three hours before the news of the
devastation of important Japanese
cities by earthquake, the Rev. |
Francis A. Tondorf, S. J., of George-
town University, notified the press
associations here that a disturbance
of major importance had occurred
and gave the approximate distance
from Washington of the shock.
Later, and when the news of the
Japanese disaster had been con-
firmed, the seismograph of George-
town recorded two more severe
shocks within twenty-four hours at |
distances somewhat less from |
Washington than Japan. In the
opinion of Father Tondorf, these
occurred some place in the Pacific
Ocean and were ‘‘ balancing earth-
quakes,”’ indicating that the earth
was getting back to normality after

the Japanese eruption.

Speaking of the Japanese
heaval, Father Tondorf said :

““The records showed it to
extremely severe and that it con- |
tinued nearly five hours to our|
seismograph. It began at 10.12
p. m., Washington time. The |
disturbance reached its maximum |
intensity shortly before eleven
o’clock and lasted until three o’clock
Saturday morning, Washington
time. ‘

“] gave that information to th«-‘
Washington office of the Associated |
Press at six o'clock Saturday morn- |
ing, which was three and a half |
hours before the first news of the |
Tokio disaster came from any |
gource. At the time I gave

the ‘
information to the Associated Press,
I told them that I estimated the
distance as being about 6,600 miles
from Washington, but that I would
goon give them a revised estimate.
A little later I gave them the
revised estimate of 6,800 miles
which I wunderstand is within
approximately 100 miles of the
