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transpo‘rt, and the convemance of itasa remxttance and mstead of Bntmh slnppmo- lransporung it from Que-
bec to England, it must dea('end the Amencan canals to New Yo:k, and be exported Irom thence.
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" Your committee cannot duubt, that as the revenue e of the mother country cannot be mJured by allowing
American Ashes to be sent to England through the Canadas; aud as the duty iu the Colouial t-ade acts must
appear to have beenimposed principally, if not solely, witha view to protect the trade of the colonies, His
majesty’s government will accede to the prayer of the legislatm'e in this respect.

RAW HIDES—TALLOW ,—These are articles of which Upper ‘Canada does not turmsh a quan-
tity Ly any means sumuent for its domastic ('onsumptlon, the province being yet in.a great measure in a course
of settlement, and many emigrants constantly arriving whose interest it is for many years, rather to rear
Cattle than to kill them, it has been always hitherto found necessary {o obtain these articles in large quantities,

from the United States, and imposing a duty upon them, would subject the manufacturer and consumer to. dlS- .
advantage for no good object; ‘ ‘

PLANTS, SHRUBS, and TREES alive, GARDEN and other SEEDS, GYPSUM. —From the contignity

of this province tothe United States. it is convenient, and in many instances desirable, to import such articles .
as last cnumerated from thence; and they are not such as can interfere with any commercial or agricultural

interest of anland neither are they of that nature that we should desvre to raise a revenue from them.

PRINTWG PAPER.—Your committee understands that the difference of cost between the coarser des-
“criptions of paper used in printing newspapers, and work ef that description, when imported from Lnglaud '

‘and when imported from the United States, is so very consnderab]e, as to make 1t desirable to be allowed
“to obtain it from the latter country.
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With rcg’xrd to the Carrmges of Travdlers, your committee w lll observe that, such an exceptlon is most
desirable both for emigrants coming into the Provmce, and for persons travelling through it from the East-
ern to the Western States of America, and the exaction of the ad valorem duty of 15 per cent in these in-

stances, would be felt as a very serious inconvenience, and would yleld no adequate advantage to the vamce

The resolution which relates to lhe importation of Salt, your commxttee regard as one of the most im-
portant ‘The import duty of six pence per bushel, under colonial aets, upon salt coming from the United-
States, usually produced about fifteen hundred pounds annual revenue: and it afforded besides, some

encouragement to the manufacture of Salt in the province, Wthh without doubt, mlght be carried on to
an extent cqual to our consumplion. ‘

‘It is conceived that the act % For reguhtmg the Trude of His Majesty’s possessxons abroad,” in clas:mg
salt among the articles to be ndmltted duty free, has abolished the duty above mentioned ; and as 1t is ob-
vious ‘that the Imyerial parliament can have had vo particular inducement for forcmg upon us an artlcle ct
toretgn ‘production, free of duty, contrary to our interest, both as it regards our revenue, and the encourage-
meat of our own productions, we can scarcely xma«rmc that any dxﬂxculty will be found in accedmg to
the obJecls of this resolution.

T lxc Rcsohmon which regards the imposing an ad valorem duty on fresh fruit and’ Veﬂ’etab]es, is not
of such trifling lmport as it might at first appear.

This Province borders on the United ‘States for ucarly Six hundred miles,’ and the countrles thus 3
qdjdcent producmg the same fruits and vegetables, it is found. by expenence that unless some check is
given by the imposition of dutxes, the ‘markets in seveml parts of the province will be often ‘engrossed by
our’ nen,i_,hbours, who wnll scll’ these articles at pnces really helow their real value, and thus deprive ‘
the grower In’ this provmce of the chance of obtammw a certain and fair price for. productlons which -
caunot, from their nature, be sent to a distant market . ‘Besides your commlttee sees no - reason why ’ll‘tl-‘

cles of this description, which are - produced as nbund'mt]y herc, as in the Umted btates, Should not 1f
nnported contribute lo thc revenue. . ‘

Upon the two rcmamm« resolutxons your commnttee offer o remmrkr.as thenr obJects are suﬂic:ent]y; ‘
5 expl.uned buf they cannot: forbear expressmo their sense of the partlcular nmporlance of callmg the atten-

tion of His maJestys r)'overmnent to the last resolutlon, whlch HlVOlVGb a questlon ‘of more than ordmaryi‘ .
