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PROGRESS OF THE

A NOTHER week has gone by, and the
[\ war is being waged with as much
fierceness as when it began nearly one
hundred weeks ago. That the end is in
sight cannot be asserted, though some pro-
fess to see in the successful Russian of-
fensive and in the reported distress and
scarcity of food in Germany, the possibil-
ity of a cessation of hostilities before the

__close of the present year.

On the Western front the drive on Ver-
dun continued to be the chief feature, and
though the Germans effected slight gains
they were still far shdrt of their goal at
the week's close. Some activity was re-
ported in the Vosges mountains, and in
the vicinity of Rheims, as well as in the
Flanders and Artois sectors; but no sub-
stantial gain was made by either side, and
the battle front remained practically un-
changed.

As in the preceding week, the chief
feature of the week under review was the
tremendous success of the Russians in
their forward movement in Volhynia,
Galicia and Bukowina. The advance
from Lutsk in the direction of Kovel was
temporarily checked by the Austrains,
strongly reinforced by German troops;
but further south, in Galicia and Buko-
wina, the Russians continued their ad-
vance, not without fighting, mostly with
rearguards of the retreating Austrians.
Czernowitz, the capital of Bukowina,
capitulated to the Russians on the 15th;
and at the week’s close Lemberg was
being approached by the Russians from
south-east, east and north-east, and their
occupation of the Galician capital for the
second time in the present war seemed
imminent. In the northern part of the
Russian front the Germans were attempt.
ing an energetic offensive, but reports
from Petrograd indicated that the at-
tempts were not meeting with much suc-
cess.

Some reports were received during the
week of the activities in the Russian cam-
paign in Asia Minor, the reports indicat-
ing successes for the Russians. Some
news was also given out concerning the
operations of the British force on the
Tigris in the vicinity of Kut-el-Amrra, to
the effect that the troops were more than
holding their own in that ill-omened
district.

Reports were forthcoming of successful
air raids by the British on Fort El Arish,
the Mediterranean fort in Egypt close to
the Turkish frontier, and which is still
being held by the Turks.

News of an assuring kind came to hand
from German East Africa, where the
British were reported to have made im-
portant gains in the north-east on the
Pangani River and the railway from
Tanga to Moshi, also at Kilimanjaro, a
village to the west of the mountain of the
same name. They also took the Island of
Ulkerewe in Lake Victoria Nyanza, the
island dominating Speke Gulf, on which is
situated the important German post of
Nasa. They also made advances from
Lakes Nyasa and Tanganyika. Pro-
gress was also reported by the Portuguese
in the south-east and by the Belgians in
the north-west. Germany’s last colony
seems doomed.

Few reports transpired concerning hos-
tilities in the Balkans, though there was
probably “something doing” on the
Macedonian frontier of Greece. The En-
tente Allies were continuing the bloekade
of Greek ports, thereby causing great
hardship to the Grecian people ; but it was
apparent that the King and his govern-
ment would ultimately have to abandon
their attitude of friendliness towards the
Central Powers, and allow the Entente
Allies the freedom of action they demand
and which is in the best interests of the
Greeks themselves.

"The Austro-Italian campaign was
especially active in the Trentino, where
the Italians were recovering ground pre-
viously lost to the Austrians. No marked
changes were effected at any other points
of the front.

During the week there seemed to be a
renewed gctivity, not all one sided, of
submarine operations, though most of the
marine disasters reported in “ News of
the Sea” and elsewhere in this issue,
were due to mines. The German navy

“ yictory,” but seemed to be safely en-
sconced in the Kiel Canal and its vicinity.

America seems likely to be involved in
a war of her own with Mexico, and this
may be much better for her than to get
involved in the European struggle. The
pride that prevents a people from fight-
ing may have to be pocketed; and the
doctrine which bears the name of the
President who enunciated it may have to
be enforced by bloody combat with the
very people whom it was intended to pro-
tect, if it ever had any serious intention
at all. However, anything may happen
in America before the first week in Nov-
ember, and afterwards.

— —Halifax, N.S., June 21.—During a
dense fog yesterday the Canadian steamer
Stormont from Philadelphia for Sydney
struck Gull Rock, four miles from Guys-
boro on the east coast of Nova Scotia and
will be a total wreck. The crew arrived
here to-night. The vessel
1,251 tons.

The sea was calm at the time and the
crew had no difficulty in reaching Marie
Joseph, four miles from the scene of the
wreck.

——Stockholm, June 21. A smallGer-
man guard ship has been blown up by a
mine off Falsterbo. All except one of the
crew were saved and brought to Sweden.
——London, June 21.—The Italian
steamer Poviga was sunk last Saturday,
occording to Lloyds.

The Poviga was a vessel of 3,368 tons.
She was last reported as having sailed
May 29 from Norfolk to Genoa.

Lloyd’s announces that the Italian steam-
er Apollonia was fired at by a submarine
off Port Maurizio, in northern Italy, on
the Mediterranean, but was not hit.

The steamersBeacy and Olga, the latter
presumed to be French, were sunk on
Sunday, according to other reports to
Lloyd’s.
