Jumps to His Death While
Crossing from Ferry

from Indiantown

George Connolly, who was ‘born on
the day of the St. John fire, Junc 20,
1877, committed suicide at Indiantown
yesterday morning by drowning. DMr.
Connolly was a popular young man and
for some years had worked as a bar-
ber in the Royal Hotel shop. A few
vears ago he left St. John ,having ob-
tained emnloyment at Sackville, but
since that time has made occasional
visits to this city. He came down
quite recently and has been living
with friends on Adelaide street. Yes-
terday, accompanied by his niece,
who is a daughter of Mr. and. Mrs.
Thomas Cosgrove, he wen: on board
the Indiantown ferry boat I&. Ross,
with the evident intention of going to
Miiford.” While. on the way across he
jumped overboard. Captain Mabee,
who is in charge of the: ferry for the
timie being, put forth every effort to
rescue the young man and ‘actually
got tke boat right alongside of him
so that Connolly was within arm'’s
Iungth, .but befors he coild hg grasp-
ed he sank. He refused to take a
line thrown within his reach and a
pike pole which was stretched towards
him. Yesterday afternoon a number of
North End men grappled for the body,
but were unable to find it.

Connolly had Lkeen- subject to ner-
vousness which was the cause of his
return -from Sackville about a month
ago. He had beea under treatment by
Dr. McInergey and had seea the doc-
tor -the day~ before yesterday. His
trouble was not -considered as of a
serious nature but - his action this
morning was probably due to depres-
sion. The little. girl, Dorothea Cos-
grove, who was with him on the boat
at the time, returned home in such a
confused agd excited state—being only
a little more than four years old—that'
she was unable to tell much of the
occurrence. It is stated that before he
jumped eoverboard Connolly handed her
his wateh and chain.

Later in the afternoon the little girl
was -dble to tell--more of the tragedy.
She says that on the boat Connolly
told her he was going to jump over-
board. This. made her cry, but some-
one else. said her.uncle was only jok-
ing. She, however, caught hold of his
coat, but when he«pulled on it .she

The
witness stated  that work had Dbeen
dcne on the yatht in 1995 and had been
ordered by J. F. Fraser, Commissioner
of Lights, now under suspension.

A second yacht had been hauled out
for Dr. Reid the same year and no
charge had becn made to the member
for the work done:

WINNIPEG, June 10.—The question
of separating Queen's University,
Kingston, from the Presbyterian
church caused a spirited discussion in
the general assembly today, and the
opinions for and against were vigor-
ously expressed. The subject came up
on the presentation of a report by
Principal Patrick, Winmipeg, of a spe-
cial committee appointed to advise the
assembly. This report suggested leav-
ing the matter to the university trus-
tees, and met much oppositlon. The
debate occupied about half the time ot
the assembiy for today.

The first business was the reception
of a report of the committee to strike
32 standing committees for the year.
The list showed ! comparatively few
changes from that of last year and was
adopted with little or no amendment.
It was decided to. detach two presby-
teries to be named Saskatoon and
Abernethey respectively, from the
presbytery at QuAppelle.

Dr. Lyle of Hamilton presented the
report of the augmentation committee,
western section. Dr. Lylé urged the
necessity of supporting the fund liber-
ally. A short discussion ensued and
the report was adopted.

Rew. S. J. McArthur, N«. &5 g.
B., presented the report of iue avg-
mentation (eastérn section). This was
adopted. -

“The income from all = sources
amounted to $10,978, and the '‘expendi-
ture reached $8,410, leaving on hand the
large balance of $2,568. We have thus
been able to meet all engagements in
full to our ministers .in augmented
fields and to face the new year in a
strong -financial. condition. jOur re-

ceipts have been $531 greater than last I

year, buf, the largest factor in the

credit Palance 1s the loWwer anjount of

payments. Our paymenis td congrega-
tions amounted to $7,921, “being $1,029
less than last year, and $1,484 less than
the aggregate of grants made hy the
committee and estimated as our ex-
peniture. The fact that so mueh less
has been'drawn than was voted must
be due to the horrible menace. of all
weak flelds, vacaney in pastorate.”

The committee motes with gratifica—

tion that the action taken two years
ago to stimulate augmented congre-
gations in the matter of self-support
has been quite successful, and the
growing number have advanced to a
minimum of $800 with manse.

The financial statement shows a
balance at the beginning of the year of
$106.10, and one at its close of $2,461.89.
Total receipts were $10,978.77.

The report says in conclusion: ‘“Our
greatest need is not moneéy, as the
énurc¢h haé liberdlly résponded to.our
appeal for support. We need conse-
crated men who will take up the bur-
den of the Lord in these difficult fields
of ‘operation.”

A special committee was appointed to
arrange for religious services by the
Presbyterian Church in connéction
with the Quebec centenary celebration
in July. -

The report of the committee of the
with important
recommendation, was presented by
Mr. Martin of Brantford, and adopted.

R. P. MacKay pn;s&pted a verbal re-
port for the . informfation of the as-
sembly on the work being done at St.
Andrew’s College, Toronto. Dr. Mec-
Tavish of Toronto presented an over-
ture of the presbytery of Toronto on
the supply of ministers. He said there
never was a time when men were need-
ed so much for the ministry as now.
The number of applications were de-
creasing. A motion to appoint a spe-
cial committee to consider the matter
and report to tlge assembly ‘'was car-
ried.

The report of the widows and or-
phans’ fund, Bastern and the Church
of Scotland sections, were received and
considered at some length. They were
adopted, but the report of the western
section was held over. .

Principal Patrick, presenting the re-
port of the spécial ¢ommittee to deal
with the Queens’ memorial said the
members were unanimous in the de-
cisicn reached. They had heard many
persons, had examined the history of
Queens carefully, and particularly the
action of the church before the union
in 1875, agaid in 1901-2- and again -in
1903-4, in relation to the = institution.
They had concluded that the conditions
which had lately arisen had justified
the senate in raising the question of
a change in the constitution of the
university and in forwarding it
through the board of trustees for the
consideration of the assembly.

The committee recommended the de-
liverance of the assembly on the sub-
ject, expressing gratification at the
rapid growth and expansion of Queens,
with the hope -that success and Dros-
perity would be continued in the “fu-
ture, and further thet while the church
was ready to maintain its present rela-
tion it believed that the question of
the character of relation should be
determined by e board of trustees,
whieh was ultimately ‘responsible for
the welfare and finanéial position of
the university. The trustees should be
acthorized to take such after-consul-

tation with the benefactors and gralu
ates as might be deemed to be in tht
best interests of the institution. If the
change was decided upon, provision
must be made for carrying on the work
of Queens’ theological faculty on the
basis satisfactory to the church. The
committee was gratified to know that
the movement to raise half a million
dollars for the faculty of arts was
meeting with success and hope the sum
desired would soon be obtained. In
view of the urgency of the case the as-
sembly should appoint a committee to
be named by the moderator, to give
legal effect, if necessary, to whatever
action should be determined upon by
the board of trustees, and protect the
interest of the church with regard to
the control of the theological faculty.

The discussion on Queens was very
lengthy and spirited and continued to
a late hour without being finished. The
assembly adopted an address express-
ing loyalty to the throne and the per-
son of his majesty the Xing with ap-
prcpriate reference to the approaching
visit of the Prince of Wales to Que-
bec. The address to the governor gen-
eral included a tribute of the appre-
ciation of his work in connection with
the movement to convert the fields of
Quebec into a national park.
