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_ IRISH AFFAIRS.
(FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.)

Violcnt Storm—Abolishment of the Vice-Royalty—
Lord Liewtenancy— Lord Mayor— Chamber of
Commerce—.4nother Loan— Encumbered Es-
tates’ Commission— Repeal Asociation — Mac-
ready — Scientific Intelligence — Markets, §c.

Dusrin, February 20, 1850.

On the day on which I posted my last letter
Dublin was visited with a very violent storm from
the west, being the severest that has occurred
since the memorable ome of January, 1839. It
coutinued during the greater part of the night.
The Knglish Ma:l Steamers were unable to make
head against it, and did net arrive uatil the fol-
lowing day. It prevailed likewise throughout the
greater part of the counlry, and was particularly
felt upon the west coast, where much injury te
property has occurred.

The principal news of the past week, affecting
Ireland, is the indirect amnouncement that, with
the Vice Royaity of Lord Clarendon, the office of
Lord Lieatenant of Ireland is to cease, the Insh
Court is to be abolished, and Dublin, for the
future, will take rank with second-rate Provin—
cial Towns in England. It is even whispered
that the system of centralization is not to stop
there, but that endeavors will be made to transfer
our Courts of Law to London. It is said that, as
8 sort of compromise, the Queen is to pay an
annwal visit to Ireland, and to hold her Court in
Dublin for a few weeks every year. This will
probably be kept up for a few years, and then
cease hikewise. Mr. Hume has given notice in the
House of his annual motion for the abolition of
the office of Dord Lieutenant of Ireland. The in-
tentions of the Whigs will thus probably come out.

The Lord Lieutenant has gone wo London to
take his place in the House of Peers, when Lord
Stanley’s motion respecting the Dolly’s-Brae
affair, and the dismissal of Lord Roden, comes on.
The debate upon it will probably reach you by
the same packet which takes out my letter.

The Lord Mayor of Dublin and tbe Carpora-
tion continue in the same curious predicament.
He refuses to resign, and his friends have metand
endeavored to raise subscriptions to indemnify
him in case the penalty (£30 for every act) should
be sought to be recovered from him for acting in
the capacity of Lord Mayor.

The Mauancipal Act, under which the present
Corporation was elelected, expires in November
next. Under the new Act, the Corperation will
have greatly extenied powers with respect to the
taxation of the citizens. The present Corpora-
tion s almost altogether a political body —the
members are elected because they are * Re-
pealers,” or the contrary ; and more of the time
of the meetings is occupied in debating political
questions than in attending to the interests of the
citigens. The coasequence bas been that the
most respectable mercantile men have hitherto
kept aloof, and their names are not wpon the
‘ Burgess Rell.” _An jmportant lkpﬁalhelw.
taken by {he “Chamber of Commesce’ of this city ;
they have called a meeting of the citizens, which
wus mest respectably attended—(Mr. G .
the celebrated brewer, being in the Chair)—and
they have appointed a Central Commitiee to
superintead Lhe formation of a new Burgess Roll,
in order to endeavor to secure a Municipal Repre-
sentation, such as should reflly represent the

citizens of Dublin, and such as would be eatitled
to their coanfidence.

The House of Commons has just agreed to
another lean of £300,000 to the * Distressed
Unions” in I[reland, which, with £4,488,000 al-
ready advanced, makes the sum of £4,788,000
dueé ; the period for its repayment has also buen
extended, and the instalments are w-m
a period of 40 years. Already the “ Di
Unions” are in debt to contractors to the tune of
£270,000 ; above 30 Unions are im this “ dise
tressed” condition, 10 of which are in a state of
insolvency ; executions have been levied on the
Workhouses, and the very beds and blaikets sold
in some of them. These ““ Distressed Unions,” {
may observe, are situated in C and
Munster; siready the other parts of Irelund have
paid a “ Rate-in-Aid” for their support; end;
