Blockade  Running

Many of the Devices Used by
Blockade Runners to Fool the

Royal Navy Are Truly Up to
Date

Rear-Admiral Sir Dudley de Chair,
K.C.B., M.V.0O,, gave recently an inter-
view (o The Brooklyn Eagle from
which the followinz extracts are tak-
en: .
“Our blockade machinery took some
time to get running smoothly. The
British Custom officers did not slide
easily into new grooves. Accustomed
for years ¥ board g ship and inquire
merely for dutiable wines or spirits,
they were perhaps too easily satisfied
when the neutral captain produced a
few bottles of whiskey and allowed
the Customs to seal them, while all
the time absolute contraband might
be snugly hidden in the bottom of the
hold. i

“With regard to devices adopted
by blockade runners to elude the vig-
ilance of our examination, I may men-
ticn some of the chief ruses

“(1) Double
bulkheads,

bottoms, decks, and
concealing guns, rifles,
and other firearms cr ammunition.

(2) Cepper keels and copper plates‘:
on sailing ships. ,

“(2) Hollow masts.

“(4) Rubber onions. These were
discovered when cne of our officers
dropped one on the deck. The onion
bounced ten fect into the air.

““(5) Rubber concealed in coffee
sacke.

“(6) Cctton concealed in barrels of
flour.

“(7) Rubber hcney, made in the
form of honey-comb filled with a curi-
ous liquid mixture.

“(8) False manifests. This is the
most frequent form of faking. In sev-
eral caseg where the captain of the
neutral realized that the “game was
up’’ he produced both the genuine and
the false manifests for our boarding-
officers to contpare; a form of frank-
ness quite amusing.

Neutral Ships Rescued.

“On four distinct cccasions wkhich
have come under my direct person-
al observation, our blockading pa-
trols have rescued neutral ships
from imminent destruction by Ger-
man torpedoes in ‘the North Sea. The
imcrchantmen were lowering their
boats, with the submarine standing
off waiting to fire. A few well-di-
rected shotgs from our guns soon
disposed of the menace, and the neu-!
trals were able to rehoist their boats
and proceed safely about their busi-
ness. .

“On another occasicn we came
upon a Scandinavian with masts
brcken off at the deck and the crew
lashed to the bulwarks, while heavy
seas swept her from bow to stern.
Our men saved the e¢rew at sbme
risk to their own lives and stcod by
vntil the gale abated and then tow-
ed the wreck tp a British port for
assistance and repair. We towed'
one Anrerican ship, which had been
drifting about helpiessly for twelve
days without coal or food , into
British port through the worst sort
of @ sea.”

“Which neutral nation has been the
worst offender against the British
blockade?” asked the Eagle correspon-
dent.

“The ships of one neutral have at-
tempted to carry more contraband
thrbugh our blockade than any other,
but I can scarcely name the offender.

The work of officers and men under
my command hag been ccn3sistently
faithful and- effective which have al-
ways held the pcssibility, for twenty-
four hours a day, of destruction of
German mines and German torpedoes.l
The bases of that blockade rests unon !
the ability and courage of reserve
officers and men drawn from Great
Britain’s Mercantile Marine. Our ef-!
fort has been purely to prevent goods
from reaching the enemy, never to em-
barrasg or inconvenience neutrals of
whatever nationality, who. are endeav-!
ouring, under conditions of extreme’
difficulty, to maintain legitimate trade
relations necessary to their welfare
and prOsperity.:’
