Germar. ambassador at Washington and the m en on German ships in American ports will be per­

mitted to leave the United States before allowing Ambassador Gerard and other Americans in Germany 
to depart from that country, according to the Copen hagen Politiken, as quoted in a Reuter despatch from 
that city.

This information, The Politiken says, is contain ed in a telegram sent by Ambassador Gerard to the 
American legation at Copenhagen. All Americans in Germany, including those captured by the German 
raider in the South Atlantic and taken to Germany on the Yarrowdalc, are said to have beeA detained 
as hostages.

An Exchange Telegraph despatch from Copenh agen gives the same explanation regarding the deten­
tion of Americans in Germany, and adds that Ambas sador Gerard is not permitted to send telegrams in
code.

It was pointed out that so far as 
is known no American was lost on 
the California and no American 
ships have been sunk without warn­
ing since Germany announced her 
new campaign.

Every effort was made today to 
clear up the details of the liner's de­
struction while preparations went 
steadily forward in every branch of 
the government to make the country 
ready for whatever the decision 
may be.

Spain Sends For­
mal Note of Pro­
test Against Ger­
man Declaration 
of Unlimited Sub 
Wafare; Interna­
tional Law V i o - 
lated

Madrid. Feb. 8.—The text of thé 
Spanish Government’s reply to Ger­
many's submarine war zoue note 
follows:

“His Majesty's Government has 
atterftively examined the note which 
Your Serene Highness was good 
enough to remit to me-the 1st of 
January, in which is set forth the 
German Government’s resolute in­
tention to interrupt as from the fol­
lowing dav, all sea traffic without 
further notice and 
what arm around 
France, Italy and in 
Mediterranean. I mifst say that the 
note caused a very painful impress­
ion on the Spanish Gbvernment. The 
attitude of strict neutrality which 
Spain adopted from the beginning 
and has maintained with loyalty and 
unshakeable firmness, gives her the 
right to expect that the lives of her 
subjects in sea trade should not be 
placed in such grave peril. It also 
gives lier the right to expect that 
that trade should not be troubled 
nor diminished by such an increas-; 
in the extent of the zones in which 
the Imperial Government, insists 
that in order to attain its ends, it 
must use all weapons and suppress 
all limitations, which it has hitherto 
imposed upon its methods of naval 
warfare.

“Even before the Imperial Gov­
ernment had set aside (these restrict­
ions His Majesty's Government had 
protested, holding them insufficient- 
to comply with the prescriptions of 
international maritime law. But the 
methods of war announced b/ Ger­
many are being carried to such an 
unexpected and unprecedented ex­
treme that the Spanish Government, 
considering its rights and the re­
quirements of its neutrality, mtist 
with still more reason protest calm­
ly, but firmly to the Imperial Gov­
ernment and must make at the same 
time the necessary reserves, imposed 
by the legitimate presumption of 
ineluctable responsibility which the 
Imperial Government assumed prin­
cipally in view of the loss of life 
which its attitude may cause.

Big Success on Ancre River 
For Troops of Gen. Haig

VILLAGE

Falls Which Barred British 
Advance to Bapaume

London, Feb. 8.—The most signi­
ficant victory on the west front since 
the extensive thrust on the Ancre 
last November was the capture by 
the British yesterday of the entire 
village of Grandcourt, together with 
surrounding fortifications, 
have till now successfully withstood 
the efforts of the British troops to 
push through to their objective, 
Bapaume.

Grandcourt and Miraumont, 
neighboring fortified village, have 
been the two great obstacles to tlie 
British advance on Bapaume 
the west. Grandcourt was at a dis­
tance of about six miles from Ba­
paume. According to the British of­
ficial statement, it is now entirely in 
possession of the British.

Of Great Importance
The - fall Of Grandcourt is consid­

ered by observers to be of great im­
portance, though its evacuation by 
the Germans does not by any means 
open a clear toad to the town of Ba­
paume, on the capture of which the 
British troops are bent. It does how­
ever threaten the whole German po­
sition at this point and at Le Trans- 
loy. Obstacles which may now inter­
pose between the advancing British 
and their objective, cannot possibly 
be of such magnitude as those which 
have been already overcome and it 
is the general opinion that the vic­
torious troops will forge steadily 
ahead until the fullest advantage 
has been taken of the victory, pos­
sibly with disastrous results to the
