Pekin. March 22. —The British head- 

quarters report the withdrawal of both 
Russian and British troops from the disput­
ed territory at Tien-Tsin. M. De Giers, the 
Russian Minister to China, believes that 
every thing will be amicably adjusted at 
London and St. Petersburg, and doubts ths 
possibility of further trouble in the matter. 
Gen. Voyron, oommender of the French 
troops, has ordered a new regiment to Tien- 
Tsin to replace the one now there.

JAPAN AND RUSSIA.
London, March 22 —The Foreign Office 

takes a pessimistic view of the immediate 
future in the far E ist, in spite of the settle- 
ment of the Tein-Tsin incident, and enter- 
tains grave fears that the relation between 
Japan and Russia may shortly reach the 
danger point. Judging from information 
obtained in various official quarters in 
London, Japan has confided to at least some 
of the powers her determination to oppose 
at all costs any secret agreements made be­
tween Russia end China by which the form­
er could secure territorial or other advan­
tages contiguous to Corea. The British 
Government has received no official con­
firmation that the Japanese fleet is mobiliz­
ing, but it would not be surprised to learn 
that such were the fact.
