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AT THE TROTTING PARK.
A Small Crowd Witnesses Some 

Great Racing.

A Fredericton Horse Wins the 
Stake Race in Two Straight.

Carvell’s Speculation Takes the 
2.40 Class--The Kmmiug Race.

The attendance at the horse races on the 
Fredericton Park Association track yester­
day afternoon was not so large as expected. 
The very cold weather no doubt had some­
thing to do with the small audience. Those 
who were not present missed two of the 
best trotted races ever seen in this city, and 
a most exciting running race besides. The 
track was in splendid condition after the 
rain, but the cold was against fast time.

The judges were Mr. Tennant, of Freder­
icton; Dr. Frink, of St. John; and F. J. 
Stewartr^^t. Stephen; and the timers, J. 
A. EdwgBand Ham. McKee. Dr. Frink 
acted asstarter.

The 2.40 Class.
The first race—the 2 40 class—was called 

on shortly after two o’clock. There were 
four starters, viz : Speculation, driven by 
its owner, Geo. Carvill of St. John/Lady 
Max, of St. John, driven by N. A. LaForest; 
Southwind, driven by its owner, Dr. Pend­
leton, of St. John; and McCoy’s Maggie 
T., driven by Johnnie Gentle. 
Lady Max was given the pole, 
and^#£ter considerable scoring, the horses 
were started off well together. Southwind 
took the lead at the first turn and held it for 
some distance, when it was passed by Specu­
lation. The finish was made with Specula­
tion in the lead, Southwind a good second, 
Maggie T. third, and Lady Mm fourth. The 
heat was trotted in 2 43$.

After the first heat of the colt race had 
been trotted the 2.40 horses were brought 
out again. It was a long time before “go” 
was called, and then the start was a very 
poor one. Speculation and Southwind 
dropped behind after the first turn, and were 
out of it all the way round, the race being 
between Maggie T. and Lady Max. Three 
or four times on the last half Lady Max was 
neck and neck with McCoy’s mare when 
she broke and fell behind. The finish be­
tween the two was very close but Maggie 
T. came in the winner. Southwind was a 
considerable distance behind, and Specula­
tion trotted in last The time was 2 44.

The third heat of this race was undoubt­
edly as fine a heat as was ever trotted in 
Fredericton, Speculation, Maggie T. and 
Lady Max finishing almost neck and neck. 
The three horses kept well together all 
the way round, Southwind being out of it 
altogether. The home stretch was very 
exciting, all three horses finishing under 
the whips. Maggie T. trotted the heat 
without a break, and had the lead for 
meet of the distance, but Speculation got 
on sufficient speed in the last quarter to 
close up the gap and push itself just enough 
ahead to win coming under the wire. 
Lady Max showed a great burst of speed on 
the home stretch, and was not a neck be­
hind either Speculation or Maggie T. The 
judges gave the heat to Speculation, and 
second place to Maggie T. The time board 
read 2.41.

In the fourth heat Mr. McCoy drove Maggie 
T. and pushed her for all she was worth, but 
she failed to show enough speed tor Specula­
tion. This heat was also a very interesting 
one. Neither Speculation or Maggie T. 
lifted their noses all the way round, and it 
was as pretty a race between the two as one 
could desire to see. For the first quarter 
mile the two horses were exactly abreast of 
of each other, but at this point McCoy’s mare 
surged ahead and gained quite a lead, 
which it held until the half was passed. It 
looked very much as if the heat belonged to 
Jack, but a little this side of the three 
quarter pole Carvill pushed his Speculation 
to the front and the Fredericton horse was 
unable to overtake it before the wire was 
reached. It was not however far behind. 
Lady Max came in third and Southwind last, 
but the judges reversed the positions of 
these two competitors. The time was 2 43. 
This finished the race.

The Slake Celt Race.

The stake colt race for foals of 1887 was 
won in two straight heats by Sheriff Ster­
ling’s Bessie Clay. The only other compe­
tition was J. C. Mahon’s Emma F. of Truro. 
Both heats were well contested and very in­
teresting to the spectators, but particularly 
the last, when the finish was so close that 
it was difficult to decide to which it be­
longed. Sheriff Sterling drove his colt 
himself. J. 0. Winan, of Truro, handled 
Mr. Mahon’s horse. In the second heat it 
was steady trotting all the way round, 
neither horse lifting her nose. “Go” 
was called when the horses were exactly 
abreast, and they made the mile without 
more than three or four feet between them 
at any time. On the home stretch it was 
hard to tell which was ahead but the Frede­
ricton mare got there by the length of its 
nose, and the Sheriff took the money. The 
time of the first heat was 2.54 and of the 
second 2.57.

The Banning Base.
The running race furnished the best sport 

that has yet been had on the new park, 
and such another event would prove a big 
drawing card at future meetings. The 
starters were N. A. LaForest’b Bijou, driven 
by Joe Collins; T. Murphy’s Parnell, driven 
by Charlie Williams; and Geo. I Gunter’s 
Cyd, driven by George Russel. The horses 
got a good start and dashed off at a great 
clip. Ab the first turn LaForest’s 
Bijou made for the gate, and came 
nearly getting away from Collins, but the 
latter pulled him down in great style, and 
quickly closed up on the other two compet­
itors, Gunter’s Cyd dropping behind at the 
half pole. The home stretch between the 
other two was very exciting, but Bijou was 
the winner alright. Cyd failed to show up
in the second heat, and Frank Russell re­
placed Williams on Parnell. Bijou won 
again, but was pressed quite hard. The 
heats were made in 1.06 and 1.05$.

Dnring the afternoon J. 0. Malon'e itel- 
lion, Bronze Chief, which is now on its way 
to Boston in charge of Mr. J; 0. Winan, 
■bowed penile in 2.35$ without a break. 
The hordl^Bi very much admired.

A TERRIBLE STORY
Told by Survivors of a Shipwreck at St.

Jokn-The Hardship* that Befell the
Barque Minnie Swift's Crew.
The barque Peiitcodiac arrived at Dal- 

housie on Monday with the shipwrecked 
crew of the Minnie Switt, and also the crew 
of the barque Z alette. Tuesday sixteen of 
these men arrived at St. John, four belong­
ing to the Minnie Swift, and twelve to the 
Zulette. The Swift was four days out from 
Greenoch for Miramichi, when the barque 
Zulette, water-logged, from Quebec for 
North Shields was encountered and the crew 
of 12 men rescued. The captain and 3 others 
of the latter’s crew had been lost overboard. 
The Minnie Switt then proceeded on her 
way and nothing occurred until Wednesday 
morning 2nd tost, when the ship was about 
45 miles from St. Pierre. The sailors story, 
published in the Telegraph, in reference to 
what then occurred is strangely tragic. 
They say that about 3 o’clock in the morn­
ing a steamer passed the ship. It was then 
clear and the sea was smooth. The steamer 
suddenly turned about and bore down upon 
the ship, her bow penetrating the ship’s 
starboard side forward until it reached the 
foremast. The vessels then swung together 
and there seemed to be something holding 
them together. The ship was evidently 
about to sink and there was nothing for 
them to do but to attempt to board the 
steamer. This was no easy task and it is 
thought the m*te and carpenter were 
crushed to death between the vessels. 
When the steamer’s deck was gained—just 
about five minutes after the collision—the 
Minnie Swift went down and then it was 
found that a lady passenger named Masters, 
the steward and stewardess, five of the 
Swift’s crew and two of the men saved 
from the Zulette, were missing. The sea­
men now ascertained that the steamer was 
the Géographique, Paussett, from Montreal. 
They asked that immediate efforts be made 
to rescue the missing men and women, 
but were told according to their 
story, that it was no use to do anything 
until daylight. It was three hours and a 
half from daylight and no human being could 
hold to wreckage in cold water for such a 
period. Some of the Minnie Swift’s crew 
attempted to launch a boat themselves. 
They rutoed to a boat but found it half full 
of cabbages. These were thrown aside and 
they were getting the boat over the side 
when the Frenchmen interfered and forcibly 
compelled them to let it alone. The most of 
them were almost naked and there was noth­
ing for them but to go below. They thought 
the steamer all right but soon discovered 
that She was in a fair way to sink, her com­
partments forward having been penetrated 
by some part of their own vessel. Everyone 
now rushed tor the boats. They were told 
to take No 4 boat but found a big hole in 
her bottom. Th«y rushed to another, 
but the Frenchmen ordered them 
back and menaced them with 
pistols and hatchets. They finally secured 
another boat, but the davits had been broken, 
and it was only by superhuman strength 
which came to them in the terrible moment 
that they were able to launch her. The 
French crew wished to jump into this boat 
also, bnt this they were not allowed to do, 
the Swift’s crew being willing to fight for 
their lives. The men from the Swift and 
Zulette, to the number of 27, embarked in 
the boat launched, and they state that the 
Frenchmen, in two other boats, which had 
been launched, tried to close In and swamp 
them. Tfiey pulled away from the steamer 
into the night, without food, having no com­
pass and without any idea as to where they 
were going. They had tried to get a com­
pass but this the Frenchmen would not 
allow. After leaving the steamer they 
parted company with the Frenchmen and al­
lowed wind and waves to shape their 
course. She had a keg of water, but no 
food and scarcely any clothing. For eight 
hours they drifted they knew not whither 
and came to the conclusion that they would 
die from exposure. They sighted the barque 
Petitcodiac, Capt. Steeves. She responded 
to their hail and soon picked them up. 
Gapt. Liswell and four of the Minnie Swift’s 
men went from Dalhousie, where they land­
ed to Halifax and the others came to St. 
John as related.

The men tell a terrible story concerning 
the treatment accorded them on the French 
steamer and about the death of the steward 
and wife between the Minnie Swift and the 
steamer, but they can giye no good reason 
for the steamer’s running them down.

LIFTING THE VEIL.
Important Evidence in the St. 

John Poisoning Case.

Some New Light Thrown on 
the Mystery.

A Missing Bottle of Strychnine 
.from Barker & Sons* Drug Store.

The enquiry into the cause of Mrs. 
Macrae’s death is proceeding at St John. 
Up to last evening the evidence submitted 
disclosed no farther facts than previously 
published in the newspapers, but the testi­
mony then given was of a moat important 
character, and listened to with breathless 
interest.

The discovery of some candy, poisoned or 
otherwise, scattered about the door of the 
Leinster Street Baptist Church, on Wednes­
day morning last, it is thought, will have 
some bearing on the case. Mr. Thompson, 
the principal of the Leinster Street school, 
who discovered the candy, destroyed it, and 
on the following morning, he.fonnd a piece 
shoved to between the door and sill of the 
church. The candy was to a mixture and 
there were about a dozen pieces in all. It 
may or may not have been poisoned and it 
may or may not have been placed with 
murderous intent. There seems to be no 
motive for placing the candy near the 
church and the whole matter seems strange.

Tuesday Night’s Evidence.
Tuesday night Mr. W. F. Beet testified he 

remembered Dr. Murray Maclarén’s visit to 
him on Thursday last He asked to be al­
lowed to read his notes on their conversation, 
but Mr.Stoekton made a lengthy and rigorous 
speech in which he protested against the re­
ceipt of second-hand evidence and urged that 
the enquiry be conducted as nearly on the 
lines of a court as was possible. In the course 
of his remarks he said he believed fully in 
the innocence ot his client and thought it 
would be established that the Solicitor Gen­
eral was mis-infonned. Mr. Best said Dr. 
Maclaren asked him to analyze a "box of 
candy without tolling him from whence it 
came. He made a tost and found from $ to 2 
grains of strychnine on each piece of candy. 
The poison was in the form of crystals, 
there being sufficient on each piece to cause 
death. He identified the Macrae box as the one 
given him by Dr. MacLaren. In the morn­
ing previous to this he had examined a sim­
ilar box for Dr. Harding and found it con­
tained strychnine in about the same quanti­
ties. Later in the day he got another box 
from Rev. Thos. Dienstadt, which also con­
tained the poison. At noon on Friday he 
said he received from the high constable a 
jar, the contents ef which he was requested 
to analyse and see if they contained poison. 
He showed the jar and the paper it was 
wrapped in. On Friday afternoon he began 
an examination of the viscera and immed­
iately placed the different organs in jars of 
pure alcohol. He then explained the two 
different testa hè hid made, both of which 
he said revealed some pure white crystals, 
some of which b* had proved and found to 
be strychnine. He had a few of the untested 
crystals with him, and after the close of the 
inquest he tested them before the jury by 
adding a small quantity of black oxide of 
manganese and a few drops of sulphuric 
acid. As a result the crystals were seen 
first to turn blue, then violet, next scarlet, 
and finally am b**; tbi#, he said, was proof 
positivo they were strychnine. The other 
tost of the crystals, he said, was made with 
ferride cyanide of potassium.

James B. Woodburn, Hugh P. Kerr and 
Thos. White, confectioner*, were shown the 
different boxes of candy, but failed to recog­
nise any of it ss of either of their make, al­
though one or two of the samples was the 
same as gOvds made by them. Mr. Walter 
L. McLeod, clerk with Messrs. Paddington 
A Merritt, was also examined concerning 
the candy, but he could not identify any 
ofit.

•hewn the pieeotef piper .boat one of the 
boxes, i.d Slid he thought it wu of U,
manufacture, but the great similarity of 
papers and the artificial light made it almost 
impossible for him to identify it.

George F. Simonson, paper box manufac­
turer, was shown tha boxes containing the 
candy and said they were all of the same 
style and make. They were cheap boxes 
such as cheap goods were exported in. Mr. 
A. W. Davis, of the firm of Messrs. Brown 
& Leetch, also examined the boxes. He 
thought that sent to the Rev. Mr. Shaw was 
of a slightly bettor quality than the others. 
Both these gentlemen were shown some 
other boxes and agreed on one as being very 
much the same as those containing the 
candy. Messrs. R. M. Smith, Jaa. B. Daley 
and Thomas D. Denham also examined the 
boxes and were convinced they were of the 
same make.

Dr. James Christie said from half a grain 
to two grains of strychnine would cause 
death. Poisoning by strychnine would 
cause the condition in which Mrs. Macrae’s 
organs were found when examined. From 
Mr. Best’s statement he was satisfied the 
death resulted from being poisoned by 
strychnine.

LastlflgMt’s important Evidence.
Last night Messrs Thos B Barker, 

Henry W Barker and W B Gerow, of 
Barker à Sons' establishment, were ex­
amined. The evidence of the latter, 
who is head book-keeper in the estab­
lishment, covered all the ground gone 
over by the two first mentioned wit­
nesses, besides disclosing some addi­
tional facts, which throw new light en 
the mystery. Mr. Gerow had been in 
the employ of the firm for about ten 
years. Four employes of the firm, be 
sides himself—Messrs. Spittle, Christie, 
Peters and Wasson—held keys of the 
store, which they got from the firm. 
Another, Mr. Haynes, had a key, but it 
was taken from him. No employe had a 
right to carry a key unless with the con­
sent of the firm. Haynes' key was taken 
from him last Saturday when a 
new lock was placed on the door. 
Witness had known for some time that 
McDonald held a key of the store. A 
week ago last Friday Haynes told wit­
ness that he had lent his key to Wm.
McDonald. Witness told Haynes that 
he did wrong to lend his key to McDon­
ald and that he must get it back from
him at once. The next morning witness
asked Mr. T. B. Barker whether it was 
necessary that McDonald should have a 
key. He replied that it was not neces­
sary. Mr. Henry Barker also told wit­
ness the same thing. Shortly after wit­
ness asked Haynes if he had got his key 
back from McDonald and the reply he 
got wm that McDonald was getting a 
new one made. He did not know 
before that time that McDonald wm 
the poueMor of a key of the shop door. 
From what he had seen aince, witness 
had reason to believe that McDonald had 
used his key to enter the store after 
hours. One Sunday night, when witneM 
wm in the office, he saw McDonald in 
the shop. He told him that time that 
he had let himself in with Mr. Wm. Bar­
ker’s key. He had also seen McDonald 
in the shop a second time. It wm on 
Saturday week, between the hours of 7 
and 8.30 o’clock at night As witness 
came up the s taira leading to the office, 
he saw a light at the table used for pack­
ing orders, which is about 20 feet from 
the shelves, where the strychnine is 
kept and noticed that McDonald wm 
there in a stooping position. Just M he 
got to the head of the stairs witness saw 
the light Witness then lit the gM in the 
office and when he came out McDonald 
had gone away. Could not say whether 
McDonald knew he (witneie)WM there or 
not Could not tell what McDonald wm 
doing. This wm about two weeks ago, 
either on a Wednesday or Thursday 
night Witnese met McDonald coming 
out ot the shop a week ago Ust Saturday. 
He had a parcel in hie hand and witnMB 
understood him to say it wm a pair of 
shoes. He made this remark without 
anything being said to him. McDonald 
hM been in the employ of the firm, up 
to Saturday, about eight weeks. He

always appeared to be rational. Witness 
never heard him express any religious 
views. Witness wm in the store when 
McDonald wm arrested. Did not recol­
lect seeing McDonald in the store on 
Tuesday evening ImI week. Before his 
arrest witneM' attention wm called to 
McDonald’s extreme nervousness. Wit­
ness stated that he saw boxes similar to 
those addressed to Rev. Messrs, de 
Soyres, Deinstadt and Macrae in Messrs. 
T. B. Barker A Sons' stock. Detective 
Ring and Inspector Weatherbead were 
at the store Wednesday to see 
what strychnine the firm had in 
stock. Witness showed it to 
them, and thought he made a remark 
about some of the boxes containing pow­
dered strychnine. That would be the 
American pieparation, not the German. 
Witness had spoken previously to the 
Attorney General about there being one 
box open, and when the officers came 
he found it wm a box of the German 
strychnine that had been opened. The 
firm "kept the American strychnine in 
both crystals and powder, but the Ger­
man wm all m crystals. When the 
officers ssked to see the strychnine wit­
ness opened a box containing seven 
bottles of German crystals. He 
supposed that there wm only 
one box of American powder 
open, but Mr. Ring went over and found 
another box open. It did not look to 
him like a broken package. It could 
eMily have been taken for a full one. 
At the time witness made a search with 
Mr Stockton, he found one box of Ame­
rican strychnine open. The box wm 
broken on the side towards the wail, 
and it was only when it wm taken out 
that the broaching showed. There wm 
a law against selling strychnine by retail. 
There wm one bottle missing in the 
package. The bottle wm missing 
m the German strychnine. Witness 
thought officer gave him a 
sheet of brown paper with writ­
ing on it, and recognised it when 
produced. He would take the writing 
to be McDonald’s. The night witness 
saw McDonald at the table in a stooping 
position, the latter went out without 
speaking to him. When witneM wm at 
the coroner’s Ust Friday he did not 
know the firm had any boxes of the kind, 
in which the candy wm sent on hand, 
but subsequently found out they had the 
same kind in stock. Before he went to 
the coroner’s he noticed that McDonald 
appeared more about the office than 
usual. He did not seem to be m well 
m usual, having a peculiar look 
about his eyes and appearing 
to be very nervous. He moved about 
very sharply: There wm something very 
peculiar about his appearance on Friday. 
To the solicitor general the witneM stat­
ed that on four occasions when he had 
seen McDonald coming out of the shop 
at night he did not know that any one 
had Mked him to come back to the shop.

Mr. Stockton Mked the coroner’s leave 
to ask the witness a few questions which 
he thought would throw some light on 
the matter. Leave wm granted.

Mr. Stockton Mked if the witness wm 
aware that the boys had been in the 
habit of blacking their boots at the end 
of the table where witneM had seen the 
prisoner.

The witneM replied that he knew the 
employee were accustomed to black 
their boots in this place, and said- the 
prisoner might have been stooping in 
order to black hie boots. He would not 
like to say that such was not the ease. 
He did not know that McDonald had 
had a new pair of boots made by Geo. 
Kilnap. lo speaking of the prisoner’s 
nervousneM he knew that he wm al­
ways over anxious to work and wm apt 
to do more than his share. He wm quick 
in alibis movements and was particular 
about his dress- He had heard that 
McDonald had some money he wished 
to deposit with the firm. The firm might 
take moneyon deposit from some persons. 
One box ot the poison wm found under­
neath, but the parcel had been over­
hauled audit wm possible that the open­
ed box might have been so placed in 
stock-taking. It wu usual to keep one 
box open and it might have happened 
that this box, since it wm apparently 
unbroken, might have been overlooked 
and another might have been opened.

Mr. Henry W. Barker in his testimony, 
stated that the box, sent to Rev. John 
de Soyres, wm a little soiled, bat other- 
MsaJookedlike the comb bases in the 
firm s stock, and that the bores address­
es to Rev. Messrs. Deinstedt and Shaw 
were similar to the boxes containing 
German combs. He could not detect 
toy difference between the boxes con­
taining the poisoned confectionery and 
the boxes in the firm’s store containing 
German combs. The witness did not 
know that McDonald had ever changed 
his views in regard to religion.

The inquest will be resumed to-night.
The Montreal Witness has the following re­

garding McDonald: McDonald was notin the 
employment of the Canadian Pacific since 
1886 and was never secretary to Mr. Shaugh- 
neesy, sa stated by some papers, but short­
hand writer. He was dismissed tor inabi­
lity. Vacant and listless, he was nqable to 
remember bis notes, and Mr. Shanghneaay 
had no use for a man of that sort. He was 
six weeks in the assistant manager’s office. 
Previoia to that he had gone the rounds of 
several departments. “There is no doubt 
in the world he was silly,” said a clerk who 
had boarded with him. “At one time he 
would be quite listless, at another excited. 
He could not mind anything yon told him. 
He went to a church one evening not far 
from here, and while the minister wu ad­
dressing the audience he rose to his feet in a 
wild sort of way, and shouted—‘This man is 
anti-0 hrist. Have yon not read what the 
prophets say about him?’ The people 
thought he was a lunatic.” On the other 
hand, a gentleman who worked with him 
four years ago said that then he seemed a 
smart, pleasant young man, apparently per­
fectly sane.

FOR NON-SUPPORT.
Hannah O’Neill Finds Her Husband at Lynn 

and Swears out a Complaint Against Him 
—A Hard Story.
Mrs. Hannah O Neill, for a lo g time an 

inmate of the alma house here, whose depar 
tore at the expense of the city authorities 
for Lynn, where her husbaad h*s been re­
siding for six or seven years past, was noted 
in Ths Glhankr a few weeks ago, has, it 
would seem, from the following story pub­
lished in the Lynn Bee of Friday last, ar­
rived safely at her destination Mrs. O’ Neill 
tells a pretty hard story of ill-treatment at 
the hands of her husband, bnt those who are 
acquainted with the facts of the case know 
that the accused is guilty of no such cruelty 
as his wife’s statement indicates. Mrs. 
O’Neill, as is well known here, has been of 
unsound mind for some time past, which 
should be considered in connection with the 
story she tells. The Bee has the following :

Bernard O’Neil was before the police court 
this morning on a complaint sworn out by 
his wife, Hannah M O’Neil, charging him 
with non-support, she is hie second wife, and 
they were married in Fredericton, New 
Bronewick, in 1873, but there have been no 
chiliren by this marriage. Taking the evi­
dence as put in by both aides, it reveals on 
the part of the husband and hia children by 
a former wife, a heartleaaneaa which would 
put savages to shame.

The wife testified that ahe was penniless 
and ahe came from Fredericton, New Brun­
swick, at the expense of the authorities of 
that town. That ahe bad been an inmate of 
the almshouse there on account of not being 
able to support herself; that her husband 
had given her no support for years; that he 
frequently beat her and the day before she 
left him he gave her two whippings with a 
heavy horse whip; that in the evening he 
declared that he would give her another 
one but he could not find the whip which 
had been hidden from him; that he had 
beaten her at one time so that she had to 
have the services of a physician and was 
obliged to lay abed a week. He baa been 
sent to jail twice for beating me. That bis 
daughter jammed her fingers in the door 
and beat her with a broomstick, and she 
could not use her hands (which were shown 
to the court), and was unable to bend ever. 
He has declared that he could not support 
her as he could not support himself. He 
told Marshal Hill this also.

A man who has worked with O’Neil testi­
fied that he earned on an average from July 
’87 to July ’89 $6 per week, but there were 
weeks in which he earned from $15 to $16 
That O’Neil had a bank book, but he did not 
know the amount en it 

O’Neil testified that his wife left him 12 or 
13 years ago and that he had not given her 
any support since. That he had no funds 
and had to go to jail to satisfv a sentence of 
the court on her account. She lived seven 
or eight years in the place where he was 
living, but did not ask for any support. 
His cnildren who were in Lynn sent for him 
to come here to work. He had saved a little 
money and had taken it out of the bank and 
gave it to his son, who gave it to hia son-in- 
law for his support. That he had a job in 
his son-in-law’s (Placide Herbert) shop, and 
had no other means of support. Told city 
marshal that I had no property. Did not 
tell him that I had no money but that de­
pended upon my children tor support 

Charles L. O’Neil testified that hia father 
married “this woman” about 1873 ; to her 
wanting the children to live with her : of his 
stepmother’s abuse of the children, which is 
claimed as false by those who are knowing to 
the facts. He stated that his stepmot 1er 
owned the farm on which they lived, 200 
acres, and that his father had no property 
save a little furniture He reluctantly ad­
mitted that he had been sent to jail for as­
saulting his mother-in-law. He admitted 
that hie father had drawn from the Lynn 
Savings institution on Oct. 2, $884, and had

Elaced it in hia hands and he had placed it 
i the hands of hie brother-in-law. He 

advised hie father to draw the money. He 
supposed that hie mother-in-law was 
coming to Lynn and thought that his 
father had better draw the money. He 
hoped that his father would not give his 
mother-in-law any support, and if he did he 
would not give him any work to do.

D. H. Sweetser, treasurer of the Lynn 
Institution of Savings, was summoned as a 
witness, and showed by the books ot the 
institution that O’Neil made his first deposit 
of $150 in 1886, and that he drew ont $884 
on Oct. 2 which dosed the account.

Mrs. O'Neil has papers from the town 
officials of Fredericton showing how cruelly 
she has been treated, and also a newspaper 
article. Judge Berry, at the conclusion of 
the evidence, stated that a case had been 
made out, and that he would give Mr. 
O’Neil a chance to furnish hie wife a portion 
of the money. That the woman was here 
penniless and the husband having means 
must help her and that he would continue 
the case to Saturday.

Mr. O Neil’s son stated that he hoped his 
father would not give her any support and 
that he would stop it. The case was con­
tinued to Saturday.

ESSAY ON TEMPERANCE.
A Canterbury Young lady Discourse» on 

the Evils of the liquor Trame.
The following excellent essay on Temper­

ance is by Miss Hannah L. Darling, of 
Canterbury Station. It is published by 
reqaest of Onward Council, R. T. of T., of 
that place, before which it was read a few 
evening’s ago :—

In this age of intellectual development 
when the world is making progressive and 
rapid strides in thought, to ask a man if he 
believes in temperance is to my mind equal­
ly absurd as to ask him if he believes the 
multiplication table. It is however true, 
that when asked this question, some men 
will, without knowing it,misrepresent them­
selves by answering in the negative. L
they would only for an instant stop to con­
sider, and allow their thoughts to be tem­
pered with sincerity rather than prejudice, 
their answer would be in the affirmative. 
If yon are a believer then why not be an 
advocate, a zealous worker. If this world 
is ever to become thoroughly temperate, 
that is figuratively speaking, it will be 
through the unanimous and long continued 
eff Jits of those who, waiting for not special 
erdowments, are willing to consecrate their 
talents to the undismissing of the citadel 
of gigantic evil. The moral world 
should not only realize the 
iniquity, but should stand aghast to find so 
many engaged in a business so subservient 
to crime and criminal tendencies. No words 
are too strong or condemnation too severe 
in stigmatizing this terrible traffic. It is a 
cu.'sed trade. It is a business abhorent to 
true men and to God. I would not for one 
moment weaken the sentiment which con­
demns the liquor traffic. But however bad, 
abhorent, and dangerous the sale may be, 
it is drinking which debases mankind and 
po sons social life. In a truer sense it is 
drinking that wastes and destroys; drink­
ing that makes drnnkards ; drinking that 
generates crime. Words are almost inade­
quate to express the evil wrought by the 
colossal demon of intemperance. It is daily 
driving men and women down to drunkard’s 
graves and robbing wives, mothers and 
children of their daily bread. Ii may well 
•e termed the traffic of death to both body 

and soul. Not one word of apology can be 
spoken for it. In the gorgeous homes of 
wealth, In the humble cottage of the poor 
t ever crouches like a wild beast to hurt 

■^nd destroy. It has no care
for honor. It hears no cry of 

- isery. It answers no call for mercy—and 
yet, the terrible evil is legalized and allowed 
o » ffl ct and disgrace our country. With 
t iis monster evil in our midst we must all 
dmit there is a battle to be fought, and the 
■ mperance workers must fight it with one 

■ •Iject, the advancement ot our beloved 
cause, the emancipation of humanity from 
th« curse of liquor demoralization.

I know that it ie easier said than done, 
I know too that there are those who, either 
through indifference or lack of courage, fail 
to ccme to the front. Yet we must arouse 
their enthusiasm, enlist their sympathies 
and show them that temperance means the 
decrease of misery and the increase of hap­
piness, the ending of vice and the extension 
of virtue.

The temperance workers have wrought 
considerable good in the past and are des­
tined to achieve still greater victories. We 
earnestly entreat all electors to ever aid us 
with their voice and their ballot. Let rea­
son, judgment and conscience go together 
and lend us your Influence, ana right will 
be sustained. Right is might, and the 
enemy must yield. The temperance work­
ers are in the right. Press onward and we 
will yet gain a Waterloo victory. I am 
well aware of the magnitude of the enemy. 
It is a terrible foe, and one not easily con­
quered, but we have the consolation with 
na, that the harder the conflict the more 
glorious the triumph. Therefore let us con­
tinue onr well begun work, and may God 
grant that when our last moments come we 
may be found at onr poets doing our whole 
duty; and when the mists of the river of 
death gather o’er onr lids, may the good 
pilot take the wheel from our hands and
