Exploring the Mysteries of |
Christian Science.

How Diseases of Mind Can be
Successfully Treated by
Inspiring Confidence.

Mr. VanWart, in his speech in closing the
Christian Scientist case, made some obser-
vations at considerable length relative to
the systematic theory of the treatment of
disease by Christian Scientists. He said if
this theory was to be accepted as true, he
had no doubt it would be hailed as a great
boon to some poor unfortunate who would
seek to hide her ahame on the ground that
the primary cause was but an act of the
mind. Mrs. Eddy says in ber book that:
¢ All we correctly know of mind cowes from
God, and is learned through Christian
Science. If this science has been deeply
iearned and inwardly digested, we can read
mind more ly than the
«can read the stars and calculate an ecl’pse,

And this M Reading

is the opposite of clairvoyance and is only
possessed by the highly spiritnal. Such in-
tentions reveal whatever coustitutes and
perp harmony, bli one to do
good, but not evil. And you will only
reach the pertect science of healing when
able to read the human mind after this man-
ner, and discern the error you would des-
troy.”

This anﬁlo state it simply, was &
science of nd readiog, and Mrs. Eddy
holds that only those who are familiar with
this science can read mind correctly. Their
theory of treating disease was first to im-
press upon the mind of the patient that there
is no such thing as disease; it is only an
illusion. When they have brought the
patient to that state of mind in which they
can beli the ailment of which they
ccmphi&t real, they profess to have

effected a cufe. The mystery of thisscience

was to make the patients  be-
lieve that the  christian  scientist
had power with God to remove the illusion
of the disease from the mind of patients
if they would only believe in “her. And
while for the purpose of escaping the provi-
sions of the law that God removed the illu-
sion, yet Mrs. Eddy holds and Miss Whitlock
swore that a person complaining
of cancer, visible on the face not
only tothe victim but also to others
would believe that the cancer was simply an
illusien of the mind, it would disappear so
as not to be visible to the natural eye. If
the patient should again think that the
cancer did exist, it would again become
wigible to the victimend to others. Now if
the theory were correct that all disease and
pain, fracture of the limbs, or other ailment,
was only an illusion of the mind, then
ought they all to be equally successfully
treated through the mind? Miss Whitlock
safd that.she never herself had treated a
fracture of the bone, and was not prepared
to say whether she would attempt to_treat
such a case, but Mrs. Eddy in her work
says that in the case of fractured bones it
would be better to employ a surgeon, as
christian gcientists bave not sufficiently ad-
vanced in their theory to treat such cases,
but holds that when this science was suffi-
. ciently well understood, it would be
Impossibie fo Break a Bone,
~The following extract from Mrs. Eddy's
-work will prove the statement. Shesays -
- “Unt# the advancing age admits the cffi-
~cacy and supremacy of mind, it is better to
leave the adjustment of broken bones to the

- fingers of & surgeon, while the christian
- scientist confines herself to mental re-con-
6ffon and the prevention of inflamma-

tion or protracted confinemect. The chris-
- tian scieatist is always the most skilful sui-
+ geon; but surgery is the branch of its beal-
ing that would be last demonstrated. The
~time approaches when jt will be found that
+the mind comstructs the body aad- withréts
~own material. And hence no breakage or
vdisloeation can occur.”

‘It will thus be seen that ailments requir-
4ng surgical treatment cannot be successfully
itreated by this theory. Thus he thought it
would be clear that only those diseases
which were effected by ;the mind, such as
bysteria aad insanity in their various forms,
could be successfully treated. Miss Whit
Yock endeavored to Jeave the impression that
the only tredtmentshe gave her patients was

to pray for them; but he would show that
what was going on during the time that ghe
remained with her patients in perfect silence
Was not Prayer,

but & mental argument, as Mrs. Eddy calis

it, with the mind of the patient, an argu-

ment to bring the patient's mind in harmony
with her own for the purpose of inspiring in
the mind of the patient faith in the Christian

Scientist, that she had power '(lh God to

Thiz mental plea is made by the scientist
arguing in ber mind that mind is God, that
mind controls the boly, and that disease is
an illusion, and the morc earmest she can
make herself appear, the more rapidly will
she enlist the sympathy and inspire the
confidence of the patient. One very import-
ant part of the treatment was to get the
patient to say that they were better or
cured, and much of the success of the treat-
ment depended on this.

He thought that he had clearly shown
that all the different schools of physicians,
including christian scientists, agree that
insanity, bysteria and all kindred diseases
could only be cured through the mind. The
christian scientist, he added, went farther
and claimed that all other diseases are
mental and can also be treated through the
mind. They professed to have

Cured Cases of Impaired Vision,
and cases of paralysis, and use thi
argument that other than mental diseases
can be cured through the mind. But it was
a well recoguized fact that not only sight,
bat hearing, taste, and the other senses may
not only be affected, but cometimes are tem-
porarily obliterated by hysteria. Hysteria
was not an uncommon cause of paralysis,
and when these particular ailments have for
their cause hysteria, they can euly be suc-
cessfully treated throngh the mind. And
the cure is usually spontaneous or depen-
dent upon some mental influence. And
hence these remarkable cures, we somelimea
hear and iead of, are simply cases of
bysteria successfully treated through the
mind. Wc bave heard of some such cases
inour own city. The persons professing to
be thus cured might take offense if they
were told they werc subject to bysteria, but
surely when they profess to have been suc-
cessfally treated by Miss “Vhitlock who,
teaches that all disease is an illusion, they
will admit the soft impeachment.

According to this theory, hunger, thirst;
and death are all imaginary, and that there
was nothing real but God. It bad occurred
to him, when be had seen so many christian
ladies in daily attendance at court, in sym-
pathy with Miss Whitlock, that they could
not understand her teachingg. Surely tbey
had not now come to believe after all tkeir
prayers and labors for the suppression of the
liquor traffic, that there had not been any
drunken men, rum shops or rumsellers or
any suffering therefrom within the limits of
our city, and that what they hal labored to
suppress did not really exist, but was
simply an illusion of their minds.

As be feared he was wearying the court,
there was only another branch of the case td
which he wished to refer briefly, and then
Le bad done.

But she also resolved that she would pay all
of her own expense and living out of it, and
appropriate the rest of it as she saw fit.
Wby not frankly admit she came here for
the express purpose of practising this par-
ticular science; that she paid $100 to be
instructed in it and expected to make money
by it?
