To the Editor of The Gleaner,
Sir,—Referring to a communication 

signed by Uncle Ruben, published in 
your paper of yesterday's date, this 
man makes a very bold attack on re­
turned soldiers, and if he has a son a 
returned soldier more shame to him 
for writing such a statement, untrue in 
every particular.

In the first place a month or a year 
is absolutely not enough for a return­
ed man to be re-established In civil 
life. If Uncle Ruben had lived the 
ife of the average soldier the last 

tour years he would never have writ­
ten such a statement in your paper.

Concerning Canada’s present re-es­
tablishment of returned men and the 
gratuity they have already given,'It 
Is no more than Canada should have 
done, considering the part Canadians 
played in the Great War.

Because other countries have not 
.done as much as Canada has done for 
her returned soldiers there Is no earth­
ly reason that Canadian soldiers 
should not have received the gratuity 
they did. It is up to other countries 
to give their soldiers just as much as 
the Canadians got, and as much more 
as they could give him.

If a man receives money for certain 
duties, is it anybody's (least of all 
Uncle Ruben), to say which way he 
should spend It? That was tiobody’s 
business but the returned soldier's 
himself.

Your contributor also states ho has 
a son a returned soldier, at the same 
time telling us that he wan wounded 

Was every returned sol­
dier damnetr lii.cky enough to get hit 
In the kene? 'This question answers 
Itself.

If Uncle Ruben's daughter helped 
him In the fields. It Is no earthly rea­
son that she should have done so, for 
other girls had to do more than that 
in England for practically nothing.

Re the industrious qualities or the 
returned soldiers, I think he Is proud 
he has evidently tried Ills best to get 
along without bothering anybody.

Referring to his theory “returned 
soldiers preferred," that is all bull. A 
returned soldier is preferred for any 
job the average man will not touch 
ancf à‘’ gooff many returned soldiers 
could supply him with that proof In 
and around Frederlctori.

Tlie trouble is this: The average 
Canadian, man, woman or child, who 
never was out of this country while 
the war was on, never realized what 
they escaped or what the returned sol­
diers had done for them. It is a great 
pity that a Hun airplane could not 
have dropped a lotffl of bombs on Un­
cle Ruben's- farm. It would have 
brought home to him the realization 
that helping the returned soldiers did 
not mean hurling abuse at them by 
means of a newspaper.

One last word: Tf you cannot do any 
good In the world, don’t do any harm. 
This is for the benefit of Uncle Ru- 

jben. I would strictly advise him not 
to ever publish his name to that com­

munication. Results might pro 
very unpleasant for him.
