A Touching Story.

BERLIN LETTER.
(Regular Correspondence.)

Berlin'; March 21s‘., 1881.
Despite all the efforts of the German 

Government to check immigration 
from the agricultnral districts of East 
an 1 West Prussia, Pomerania, am1 
Friesland, the outflow of Wendish 
and German peasantry this spring has 
assumed the character, especially in 
'Vest Prussia, of a popular exodus. 
Official reports reaching Berlin from 
the Itosenhurgdistrict state that many 
large estates therein have been com­
pletely abandoned by the tillers of the 
soil. One hundred andeloven families 
have quitted the parish of Schwenfcn, 
in the Grandenz District, for America ;

Gentlemen :—Permit me through the 
columns of your valuable paper to address 
a few remarks in reply to “ Fair Play's”

windy and nonsensical letter of 15th ult. 
Before going further I wish to tell “ Fair 
Play’’ that I know the man I have to deal 
with now, that he is njot a resident of this 
part of the Province I am quite satisfied, as 
I do not believe there is a man in Resti- 
gouche (excepting John Mowat, Esq.,) that 
would undertake i to uphold this nefarious 
cause. Now I shall take his statements one 
by one. In the first place he remarks, that 
therq are four or five authors to my publish­
ed letters. This statement is not true, I am 
the only author, and although lam a young 
fellow, I take precious care (knowing the 
chaps’I have to fight against) to make state­
ments that I can substantiate. If he had 
applied his high flowing epithets to himself 
and his colleague ft would have suited better. 
In the second place he refers to the question 
I asked, why the salmon have not returned 
to certain small rivers mentioned, and says 
who for a minute would suppose that large 
salmon would frequent such small streams, 
a very nice way of turning it off as a refer­
ence to my letter will show that I did not 
say either large or small salmon, I referred 
to salmon of any kind. “ Stick to the 
points and don’t make such evasive state­
ments.” In the third place he says that a 
reference to his letter of March 2nd, will 
show how false my statement is where I say 
that he imputed the moulding of the instinct 
of the fish to the officer in charge, I did not 
state that “ Fair Play” imputed anything of 
the kind. I merely made the remark myself, 
one thing is certain, whoever has charge of 
the moulding of the instinct has not ac­
complished its purpose. I am confident the 
“ Almighty” never had any thing to do with 
it or it would have been like his other works, 
beyond improvement. Here I will skip 
what “ Fair Play” says about my profound 
knowledge, etc., which I will bring in again. 
In the fourth place he says, “.«as for my fling 
at the officer here it is as he stated in his 
previous article, and he says positively, is not 
shared in by a half a dozen fishermen in the 
whole division. Now Sirs, this is another 
false statement from “ Fair Play,” and I can 
prove it and give names if required, and if 
the investigation asked for is granted by the 
Fisheries Department, he will see how many 
fishermen will support what I am stating. 
In the fifth place “ Fair Play” charges me 
with another false statement, he had better 
be careful what he calls false, the selfish in­
terest was intended for the officer in charge 
and was merely a question asked. He goes 
on to say that the fact of the whole affair is 
simply this—disappointed ambition on the 
part of Matapedia has caused a dislike to 
things respecting salmon fishing in general. 
This is another false statement from “ Fair 
Play.” I never had any ambition for the 
office in question nor would I take it to-mor­
row if offered me, he also states when there 
is an office to fill he fails to see why the 
officer in charge has not as good a right to 
it as myself or any ot my frjends, he further 
says he is certain he is more capable, for the 
position than either of the opposing parties, 
his last statement is true, for if the duty per­
formed by the officer in charge, is what he 
calls duty or filling, the position properly, I 
willingly vouchsafe he Is more capable of it 
than I or any of my friends, tor I would not 
stoop to the dirty little quirks and unfair 
dealing with my fellow countrymen, that is 
done in connection with the office. If “ Fair 
Play” has no interest in, nor reason for not 
unveiling the whole affair, why does he not 
do so, he is not doing so now, he is only 
getting off wind. In the sixth place he asks,
“ when salmon are going up rivers to spawn 
what difference does it make as to time, 
let it be July, September, or October, let 
common sense answer.” This statement is 
hard to comprehend as it does not express 
itself. If he means what difference does it 
make as to the time they are caught (which 
no doubt is the meaning) I would here re­
mark that if Samuel Wijhnot, Esq., is as ig­
norant of the instinct and nature of salmon 
as “ Fair Play” is in asking such a question, 
he would do well to come down and acquire 
some of the great knoidedge he speaks of, 
he could easily acquire it (without my con­
ferring the favor) by asking any respectable 
or intelligent settler on the river. There is 
a wide difference between drifting for salmon 
in July and September or October, it is well 
known that they dci not spawn in July, while 
in the latter months they are just in the act 
of doing so, therefore drifting for them then 
scares them off the bars and leaves the spawn 
already deposited, unprotected, much more 
can be said on this point although I touched 
on it belore. “ Fair Play” goes on with a 
lot of nonsense that has nothing to do with 
the subject whatever. The idea of comparing 
salmon to a prisoner charged ' with murder. 
If it was one particular salmon I was speak­
ing of, then there might be a chance of com­
parison. What I have stated I can prove, 
viz:—The salmon do not seem to wish to . 
submit to the harsh usage they are subjected 
to in taking the spawn from them r They 
are wounded and left in ableeding condition ? 
They are really killed and buried !

Now anyone with ordinary powers of 
comprehension can easily see that all I have 
stated can be possible as I did not say it ap­
plied to all the salmon in the river. The 
two'last statements are made to carry out 
the former and is just explaining what the 
harsh usage they are subjected to is. If 

Fair Play” had common sense, or was not 
so ignorant as his letter proves him to be, 
he might see that I was only drawing him 
(or any one foolhardy enough to take it up) 
out, so as to show the matter up to better 
advantage. Now I have made that point 
and am prepared tp stand by what I state 
and defy “Fair Play” or his protege to si­
lence me or prove that I am not telling the 
truth. “ Fair Play” attributes the scarcity 
of salmon to the large numbers of porpoise 
in the Bay Chaleur last season. 1 would 
here remark, he first denies my statement 
that he would twist round some other cause 
for the scarcity of salmon, and then straight­
way makes my words true, by giving the 
aforesaid cause. Now Messrs. Editors, as 
it is not yet established that porpoise are the 
cause of the scarcity of salmon in our rivers*
I would ask “Fair Play”—no! it is useless 
to ask him—I would ask any man of com­
mon sense the following: questions, viz :— 
Allowing the porpoise to be the cause, how 
does it come that they took only the bright 
active fish that we used to have, and allowed 
the dull, loggy, black salmon (which were 
the majority in our river last year) to escape.
A salmon in good éondition is a very smart 
fish and hard to catch, therefore his theory 
would look more reasonable if the few sal­
mon that appeared last year were bright and 
active and no black ones to be seen, then we 
would suppose that they by their activity 
and vigilance had escaped, while the others 
not being able to do so had been devoured.
Is the swallow or throat of a porpoise large 
enough to admit a whole salmon at once as 
he says : I have my doubts about it and am 
told by several well informed persons that 
it is not larger than that of a cow ! What 
is the reason the porpoise did not affect the 
salmon some eight years ago, or thereabout, 
when they were as numerous in the bay as 
they were last year.

Now Messrs. Editors, 1 have replied te 
“Fair Play’s” letter, aiid for fear of tree- 
parsing too much on your space, I will now 
draw to i close, | one more remark ere I 
finish. I wish “ Fair Play" and hiiprotege
