AIRSHIP IN 
WINDSTORM.

Const Zeppelin’s Craft Plaything of 
the Winds.

Soldiers in Autos and Cavalry Rac­
ing After Airship.

Came Within 300 Feet of the Ground 
at Munich.

Munich, April 1.—The Zeppelin airship, 
with the count himself on board, is the 
plaything of the winds, and is being 
swept helplessly over the country. She 
is out of control and drifting, with no 
hope of Iteing able to make headway 
against the increasing wind. The wind 
is too high to attempt a landing.

Soldiers in swift automobiles are rac­
ing over the country after the vessel in 
order to be on hand should a descent be 
attempted, and several squadrons of 
heavy cavalry have been ordered out and 
are galloping down the roads to the 
northeastward for the same purpose.

The airship left Friedirichshafen early 
this morning and five hours later ap­
peared in the air over the outskirts of 
Munich. A distance of 111 miles was 
covered in five hours. The count left 
Friedrichshafen with the intention of 
trying to sail from there to Munich and 
back. It was his intention to land here 
in the presence of the Prince Regent and 
the entire garrison of Munich, but owing 
to a squally and increasing wind the 
manoeuvre was impossible. 'Die attempt 
was made over the parade ground outside 
the city, but as soon ns it was seen to 
lie impossible the ship lifted again into

The Count then tried to return to 
Munich, but by this time the wind was 
sn strong that he could make no head­
way against it. and it was noticed that 
the airship was lieing driven sideways 
down the wind.

When the seriousness of the situation 1 
was realized the troops were ordered out | 
to follow the airship and be prepared j 
to render any assistance possible. At a j 
quarter past 11, two hours after its first ; 
appearance here, the airship was over 
Freishing. The airship is manned by 
Coxint Zeppelin, Major Sperling, several 
officers of the engineer corps, and a 
crew of soldiers fom the lmlloon bat- 
talion of the German army.

The departure took place at five min­
utes past four from Friedrichshafen. It 
was still dark and the weather was dull. 
The wind was strong and contrary. The 
ship passed over Friedrichshafen at an 
altitude of 1,000 feet at moderate speed 
and turned in the direction of Munich. 
Ravensburg, Autentburg, JLrbach, Bie- 
brah and Augsburg points between 
Friedrichshafen and Munich were bril­
liantly lighted with electricity in or­
der to show the areial navigators the 
direction in which they wanted to trav­
el. When the airship wa^ sighted, short­
ly before 9 o’clock, approaching Mun­
ich, the church bells of the city rang out 
in peals of welcome and cannon fired a 
salute. As the ship drew nearer, the 
deafening whirr of the motors could be 
heard on the streets of the city. The ves­
sel made its way to a point over the ex­
position grounds and descended to with­
in 300 feet. Thousands of people had ga­
thered on the grounds, and the manoeu­
vre was greeted with an outburst of 
cheering. The Prince Regent of Bavaria 
was present and saluted Count Zeppelin, 
who stood on the bridge. A bind play­
ed the National Anthems.

The airship then moved off in the dir­
ection of the palace, where it was greet­
ed from the tower by the Princesses of 
the royal family.

ON THE WING
Hiding, April 1.—The Zeppelin air­

ship, driven before a storm, that is in­
creasing iu violence, passed swiftly over 
this town at 1.45. The ship apparently 
was trying to face the gale. It disappear­
ed in the direction of Landshut.

DROPPED A NOTE.
The Count has dropped out a note 

addressed to the commanding officer of 
the three squadrons of cavalry that are 
following his route. The message reads:

"Beloved comrades,— Many thanks; 
phase remain in the neighborhood until 
the wind falls, and I can return to 
Munich.”

I-andshut. is forty miles northeast of 
Munich. The next large town in the 
direction of the flight is Stvaubing, 
thirty-five miles from Landshut.

LITTLE HOPE 
OF RECOVERY.

Hamilton Man Had Skull Frac­
tured at Merritlon.

(.Special Despatch to the Times.)
St. Catharines, Ont., April 1.—George 

Aldridge, of Hamilton, lies in a critical 
condition in the General and Marine 
Hospita.1 here. Aldridge, ’who is a G. T. 
R. brakeman, was found lying in an un­
conscious condition in the tender of an 
engine attached to a freight, train when 
it pulled into Merritton station at 4.30 
yesterday afternoon, it is supposed that 
he fell from the top of u freight car into 
the tender, striking his head and render­
ing him unconscious. It is not. known 
how long he lay in that condition before 
lie was discovered. Aldridge was carried 
into the Station Hotel and Inter removed 
to the hospital, where Dr. Jory, G. T. R. 
surgeon, found it necessary to perform 
an operation, owing to a fracture of the 
skull. Hn nose was also broken. Dr. 
Jory thit morning did not hold out much 
hope of his recovery.

Aldridge resided at 246 Mary street, 
this city. He left home early yesterday
morning for his work.

NO INQVEST ON THOMPSON.
The Coroner, after viewing this morn­

ing the remains of George Thompson, 
jeweller, of HamHton, who was found 
dead in the St. Catharines House last 
evening, and inquiring into the circum­
stances, attributed his death to heart 
trouble, and decided that an inquest was 
not necessary. Thompson was about GO 
years of age.

North Enders Had It Last Night 
and Paid To-day.

Herbert Gorman, 558 James street 
north, and George Millican, 24 Guise 
street, wore arrested last night by Con­
stables Duffy and Lentz, charged with 
being drunk and disorderly and with 
doing wilful damage.

BUILDING PERMITS 
ALMOST DOUBLE.

Greater Hamilton Coming, Sure Enough— 
Special Cars For Sunday Morning Trains.

„ Another sign of returning prosperity 
is the large increase in the value of per­
mits for March of this year ns compared 
with the corresponding month a year 
ago. Permits in March. 1908, aggregated 
in value $90,450, while this year they 
amounted to $172.350, an increase * of 
$75.900. This promises to be an excep­
tionally busy year for the building trade.

PRIZES FOR 
THE FARMERS.

Beard of Health’s Powers as to 
Building Sewers.

Minicipalities May Sell Waste 
Steam For Heating Purposes.

Duncan Ross Picks More Holes in 
the Public Accounts.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)

Toronto, Ont., April 1.—If Mr. Phil 
Bowyer’s Act, which rode through the 
Municipal Committee in triumph tïïis 
morning, gets an equally' enthusiastic re­
ception in the House, Ontario will pro­
ceed to blossom like the rose. A prize 
of ten dollars will now go to the owner 
of the best kept roadside, farm front 
or farm house surroundings in each 
school section. The school trustees shall 
be the judges.

Mr. J. P. Downey’s bill passed the 
Municipal Committee this morning with­
out serious opposition. It affords to 
municipalities the same privileges with 
regard to sewage extensions that now 
obtain concerning electric light and wat­
erworks. Under the approval of the Pro- 
vincial Board of Health, municipalities 
can go ahead with sewer extensions 
without referring to the people.

Mr. Findlay MacDiarmid’s bill to al­
low corporations to sell their waste 
steam from municipal plants for heating 
purposes to anyone wishing to buy it, 
was up. St. Thomas has tried the ex­
periment of heating its municipal build­
ings with waste steam from the electric 
light plant. The plan has worked so 
well that several applications have been 
received from other buildings. Legisla­
tive authority was, however, necessary 
before this could lx* done. The commit­
tee added a rider to the effect that if 
money were needed to carry out the 
scheme the people must be appealed to 
to raise it.

Duncan C. Ross, North Middlesex, con­
tinued his campaign of probing into the 
public accounts l>efnre the Public Ac­
counts Committee this morning. He 
wanted to know all about the expendi­
ture at the Rondeau Provincial park, 
near Chatham, uf $7,132.76. Of this 
amount $4.815 was for the erection of a 
dock. There wa:i u general feeling among 
the Liberal members that this amount 
was excessive.

On Tuesday morfting. when the com­
mittee meets again. T. W. Gibson. l)*n- 
uty Minister uf Public Works, will be 
a»ked to give evidence on .the expendi­
tures of the Provincial mine on the Gil­
lies limit.

THEATRICAL 
MEN MEETING.

A Canadian Merger Said lo he 
a Probability.

It is reported from Toronto that a 
theatrical merger of Canadian theatres, 
largely in Ontario, is under way. with 
Mr. A. J. Small as the central figure, 
and that if it goes through there will 1*> 
some important changes in tbe situation 
in Hamilton before next season. Mr. 
Small owns the Grand iu Hamilton, the 
G rami and Majestic in Toronto, the Rus­
sell in Ottawa, and the Grand Opera 
Houses in London, St. Thomas and King­
ston. At present lie also books for 
thirty-one other theatres, largely in On- 
tario. The merger as proposed will in­
clude the Bennett theatres in Montreal, 
Ottawa. Hamilton and London, and 
some other interests arc involved.

Mr. John Appleton, manager of the 
Savoy and Bennett Theatres here, was at 
a conference in Toronto yesterday, but 
Mr. George Stroud, treasurer, said to­
day that Mr. Appleton had nothing to 
say in regard to the meeting. It is said 
to* be probable that if the. deal goes 
through one of the Hamilton houses will 
be dark next season.

THE STREETS 
OF TORONTO.

Shall the Police or Street Car Co. 
Control Them ?

j Question Threshed Out Before 
Municipal Committee.

City and Company Come to Some 
Agreement.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Toronto, Ont., April 1.—-Which shall 

control Toronto streets, the policeman 
or the roadmaster of the Toronto 
Street Railway? This was the question 
that the Municipal Committee of the 
Legislature was called on to settle this 
morning, and they did not settle it 
Mayor Oliver and Controller Geary 
spoke for the city, and D. L. McCarthy 
and Manager Fleming presented the 
company’s side of the question.

“I want to see the police given abso­
lute control of the streets,” said Mayor 
Oliver. “The oit)’ policeman ought to 
be the highest authority on the street, 
and the railway company ought not to 
have anything to do with it There 
should not be two authorities on the 
street.”

In reply Mr. McCarthy said that the 
company had no objection to the au­
thoritybeing in the hands of the police, 
hut the company wanted the right to 
keep a roadmaster or inspector at im­
portant intersections, who should direct 
which car should start first. “This is 
necessary in order to keep anywhere 
near schedule of time,” said Mr. Mc­
Carthy.

“I have been in half a dozen big cit­
ies of the United States and in every 
one of them the police have controlled 
the traffic.” said the mayor. When a 
policeman holds up his hand traffic, in­
cluding street cars, stops. In New York 
hn directs the east and west and north 
and south traffic without dispute. 
This having a roadmaster at corners is 
simply the thin edge of the wedge, for 
securing control of our streets.

The parties retired and discussed the 
matter.

“We have come to an agreement, I 
think,” said Mr. Chisholm, on their re­
turn, and lie read tha£ agreement. The 
company shall retain the right of indi­
cating the route on which the cars can 
travel, hut when the Board of Police 
Commissioners is about to enact regu­
lations which shall affect the company 
the latter shall be given the right to 
appear before the board and state their 
objections, if any. Both sides seemed 
thoroughly satisfied with this highly 
diplomatic decision," the significance of 
which is not just apparent to the un­
trained eye.

NO LIGHT.

Kinrade Case is as Deep a Mys­
tery as Ever.

Ottawa, Out., April 1.—Mr. Warbur- 
ton, M. 1\, denies the story published 
in a Hamilton paper that he had identi­
fied the Col. Warburton figuring in the 
Kinrade murder case.

Two weeks have passed since the Kin­
rade inquest was adjourned for five 
weeks. The provincial and local detec­
tives have been hard at work in the in­
terval, but have not yet succeeded in 
getting anything that, helps them much, 
and they freely admit that they are not 
in n jiosition to throw any new light 
upon the case. Many lines that have 
been followed give confirmation to fea­
tures of the story told by Florence 
Kinrade and which, at the time, some 
papers tried to cast doubt upon.

The police have again searched the 
house and surrounding yards, without 
success.

The month’s leave of absence granted 
to T. L. Kinrade from his duties at the 
Cannon Street School lias expired, and 
the Board of Education has had no word 
from him. It is likely his leave of 
absence will be extended indefinitely.

WANT HIM LIBERATED.

Seventeen hundred people, when set 
down in a city even a big as Hamilton, 
make a notable difference in the ap­
pearance of the streets. Many people 
remarked on the great number who 
were out shopping this morning, and 
wondered—recalling that the pro­
gressive Stanley Mills Company had 
again started its out-of-town excur­
sions. Fully 1,700 people took advantage 
of the cheap rate, 700 coming in the 
earl)- morning and 1.000 later in the day 
from Brantford and vicinity. The rail­
road officials were at their wits’ end 
how to handle the big crowd, but 
they managed it by packing the people 
in the cars, one carrying 134 people, 
uliern capacity is 75.

turn tickets and spent a goodly portion 
of their time in looking over the stock 
and making purchases.

YELLED TO BE

Federal Military Prison at Leaven­
worth Burned.

ICE HIGHER.
Dealers Have Advanced Domestic 

Price 50 Cents a Month.

Fear of an ice famine here this sum­
mer was ascribed as one of the chief 
reasons for the dealers advancing the 
price. “I don’t think there is much dan­
ger of a famine,” said a prominent dealer 
this morning, “but there is less ice in 
Hamilton now than there was at the 
same time last year, and there was none 
too much in 1908 to last over the sum­
mer months. Within the last two weeks 
there has been a local demand for ten 
thousand tons of ice. That is nearly 
half of Hamilton’s entire supply, and of 
course it could not be filled at this time 
of the year.”

The scale this year is an advance of 
50 cents a month over lu.st year’s prices 
for domestic supplv, and is as follows:

25 lbs. daily .'........................ $3 (Hi
35 lbs. daily....................... 3 75
50 lbs. daily...................... 4 30

The dealers point out that two or 
three years ago the price of ice was 
about the same as the rates fur this 
year. It took a drop for two years and 
now it is lia^k to the old price.

Major Thomas H. Slaven, command­
ant of the prison, said the fire was 
probably caused lty a defective draft* 
lie placed the damage at $65.000.

The buildings burned are among the 
oldest at. Fort Leavenworth. They were 
erected in 1857 and 1858 and were first 
used for an army commissary store. 
Many years later it was turned into 
a United States prison, and after that 
was converted into a military prison, 
following the erection of a new federal 
prison here.

It looks as though the Western farm­
er might be up against it good and hard 
this year, for n famine in farm imple­
ments faces the west. With returning 
prosperity and the great rush of new set­
tlers to the wheat fields this season the 
demand is far in excess of the supply 
and has entirely upset the calculations 
of the experts who look the west over 
each year for the next season’s business. 
There appears to be little hope of re­
lief for practically all the big firms are 
tied up, and although they have made 
every effort to tide over the difficulty 
they have been unable to keep up with 
the orders that have poured in.

Enquiries at the International Harves­
ter Works, probably the largest ship­
pers from Hamilton to the west, aud 
other big implement firms, confirmed 
the report from Winnipeg that the man­
ufacturers have been unable to fill their 
orders. In the absence of A. E. McKin- 
stry, General Manager of the Interna­
tional Company’s Canadian branch, who 
is now in the west, none of the offi­
cials of that concern cared to be quoted, 
but it was learned on reliable authority

. that all the implement manufacturers 
are in the same fix.

j “There is no doubt," said oue of these 
! officials, “that we have been caught 
I napping. The manufacturers were alto- 
• gether too conservative in their estira- 
! ates. We know that the Massey-Harris 
; Company, one of the biggest shippers to 
: the west, has over shipped its estimates, 
i Our agents have been hustling for busi- 
! ness in the west, and wires are constant- 
j ly pouring in for orders that we cannot 
! fill. It is rather an awkward fix to bo 
unable to fill orders for goods that have 
practically been sold. The other firms 
have been unable to help us. Once we 
get into the shipping season we can do 
little with the manufacturing end. We 
generally keep the stock six months 
ahead and will shortly begin to manu­
facture for next season. It takes ninety 
days to get material here so that we 
cannot relieve the situation this year. 
We have scraped up everything iu sight, 
but it will not help much.""

At the Sawycr-Masscy Company’s 
works it was stated that the local of­
fice was not aware of the rush, although 
the officials explained they would not 
be in a position to know for a month 
or so as the western office handled 
all the early business.
